BRITISH COAL NOT FEARED MAY START LEGAL FIGHT

Mine Workers’ Official Says 
Supply But Drop in 

Bucket.
New York, March 29.—Casting as a 

"remote possibility” the prospect of 
settling their differences in time to 
avert the general strike set for three 
days hence, members of the anthra­
cite sub-commit tee on wage con­
tract negotiations today girded them­
selves for a long, hard struggle over 
the miners’ 19 demands. "Nothing 
but a miracle—the immediate ac­
ceptance of each and every one of our 
demands—can avert the strike now.” 
said Thomas Kennedy, district presi­
dent of the United Mine Workers.

“Under the present circumstances, 
it is probable that the suspension will 
go into effect April 1, according to 
the miners' program,” said S. D. 
Warriner, vice-president of the Le­
high Coal and Navigation Company. 
Although sanguine of the ultimate 
success of the negotiations now in 
progress, the six other members of 
the anthracite sub-committee com­
posed of union chiefs and operators 
were convinced that the mines would 
be evacuated Saturday.

Philip Murray, vice-president of 
the United Mine Workers of America, 
scouts the report that importation of 
British mined soft coal would lessen 
the danger of a bituminous coal 
shortage and thereby hurt the cause 
of the miners in the forthcoming 
strike.

“We are not afraid of the British 
coal,” said Mr. Murray. “It has been 
imported before without seriously 
affecting the mining industry or the 
market In the United States.

“Compared wdth the weekly pro­
duction of the United States mines 

1 and the weekly consumption by 
United States industries all the coal 
that could be brought from England 
would not amount to a drop in the 
bucket.”

As the wage negotiations proceed 
the miners are becoming more and 
more determined that the next con­
tract shall contain an inviolable pro­
vision for installation of the checkoff 
system in all anthracite mines.

The first step in what may end up 
in a legal battle over the collection 
of school taxes in the Annex, has 
been taken by Aid. H. B. Ashplant. 
He has written to the clerk com­
plaining that the taxes are not being 
collected equitably. He complains 
that he is being discriminated against 
as a taxpayer and demands an ad­
justment.

Aid. Ashplant says that the clerk 
will have to submit the matter to 
the court of revision, and that body 
will have to render a decision.

The letter to the clerk is as fol­
lows :

“To the clerk of the municipality 
of London.

"Dear sir,—The writer is a rate­
payer of tliis municipality; and is 
liable to pay the full general and 
school rate on an assessment of $8,- 
320 for the current year.

"Under Sec. 53 of the Assessment 
Act, I hereby register my complaint 
in the matter of over-assessment for 
school rate, for the past three years. 
(See Sec. 47, Chap. 266, Sub.-Sec. 5. 
Public School Act). I complain of 
over-assessment, as being due to the 
failure of your council to collect the 
school rate on the full value of the 
rateable property of this municipality 
(Sec. 4, Chap. 195) as shown on the 
assessor's rolls, and as required by 
the statutes; particularly failing in 
that part of this municipality known 
as the “Annex.” For specific ex­
ample. 1 complain of failure to levy 
and collect the school rate on the 
assessor's valuation as on the rolls, 
on the following properties, viz.:

PRESERVE ANIMAL LIFE

Potentialities of Untracked Lands 
in Dominion Should Be Source 

of Great Revenue.

last year and considerably lower than 
any other tender. One Canadian 
tender was submitted. It was much 
higher, but Aid. May said that repre­
sentatives of this firm told him they 
might give a better price in a week 
or so. The engineer’s recommenda­
tion was accepted.

The same action was taken in re­
gard to the road oil, 170.000 gallons 
in all. The same firm obtained the 
tender, the price being five cents a 
gallon below last year and three 
cents lower than the tender of the 
Canadian firm.

It was decided, on the recommend­
ation of the engineer, to purchase 
cement on the open market.

F. G. Forster, B.A., of the Cana­
dian Parks Branch, lecturing in St. 
Peter’s Parish Hall, Tuesday even- 
in, drew attention to the tendency 
of many Canadians to overlook the 
magnificence of the scenery of their 
own country, merely because they 
have become so accustomed to it, 
that they appreciate very little of its 
beauty. Mr. Forster referred to the 
National Parks in which vast 
stretches of territory are preserved 
in all the splendor of their natural 
state.

“Canadian National Parks,” he 
said, “are great afeas reserved for 
the advantage and enjoyment of the 
people to whom they belong. As their 
name implies they are a national as­
set. The lands contained in them 
have not been and are not to be 
alienated from the Crown, therefore 
each citizen of this country from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific may be said 
to be a shareholder in these reserva­
tions of natural scenery and recrea­
tion. The area of our National Parks, 
exclusive of our provincial parks, is 
upward of 9,000 square miles. Within 
the boundaries bird and animal wild 
life is protected, preserved and con­
served, so that at present types of 
bird and animal once threatened with 
extinction are to be found. The 
buffalo once almost extinct, now 
flourishes in Wainwright National 
Park, 6.000 strong; the antelope, fast 
disappearing several wears ago, now 
is preserved in Foremost National 
Park ; the mountain goat and sheep 
are now saved from wanton destruc­
tion in the mountain parks; the only 
brood of Trumpeter Swans in ex­
istence is cared for in the wilds 
where their feeding sanctuary re­
mains unknown, but to the depart­
ment. Some of these animals pined 
in captivity and the best method had 
to be adopted to protect and per­
petuate them. The feeding grounds 
of a substantial herd were discovered 
and as the lands involved were Crown 
lands, they were fenced around and 
within this boundary the sensitive 
antelope was trapped so that it is 
yet unconscious of captivity. Our 
Canadian National Parks therefore 
are now stocked with bird and ani­
mal life typically Canadian and not 
only have we the expansive, magni­
ficent, primeval scenery for which 
this Dominion is famous, but we have 
these and very many other forms of 
Canadian wild animal life w'hich 
roamed our forests, prairies and 
mountains before the advent of man. 
Canadian Parks they are and Cana­
dian Parks we want them to be.

Tourist Possibilities.
“This country can develop much 

as the land of the summer tourist. 
The great St. Lawrence is a won­
derfully majestic stream except to 
some of those who are so familiar 
with it, they do not see its beauty; 
that is the danger in all scenery. 
Likewise stretching almost from our 
feet in Ontario are reaches of coun­
try unexcelled for unspoiled loveli­
ness and good, clean recreation. But 
as in the case of the St. Lawrence, 
the fact is perhaps too familiar to 
challenge attention. The mountains 
of the West excel anything of a 
mountainous character easily acces­
sible in this or any other country for 
sublimity, grandeur, adventure, ex­
pansiveness, health and wealth, yet 
many of our travelers study the rail­
way time table more than the won­
ders through which they are whirled. 
The only way to see and know the 
mountains is to break the journey 
where fine accommodation can be 
secured and toil a little in the de­
tails of viewing the actual scenery, 
if only for a day or two. The inspira­
tion of a look across endless peaks 
from the commanding summit of 
some well-known mountain is worth 
a whole holiday on the lower levels 
of the earth.

“Tourist traffic has brought almost 
unbelievable income to many of the 
countries of the world. Before the 
war the following were the estimates 
from this source: France, yearly, 
$450,000,000; Switzerland, $150,000,- 
000; Italy, $100,000,000, and Germany 
developed the short stretch of hey 
Baltic shore to such an extent that 
hundreds of millions of Russians, 
Britishers. Americans and other na­
tionalities crowded to her watering 
places to the great and growing en­
richment of her national treasury. 
Americans spent $350,000,000 annual­
ly abroad yearly before the war. 
Further the estimated income of our 
own Dominion last .year from tourist 
business alone amounted to the sum 
of almost $60,000,000. If this is pos­
sible for us as a people, what are the 
possibilities of our untracked wild­
ernesses. Banff Park attracted busi­
ness from 1910 to 1915, of over $18.- 
000.000 or upwards of $3,000,000 per

Spend Money At Home.
“Canadians, as far as possible, 

should spend their money in their 
own country. The national treasury 
needs it in this time of reconstruc­
tion and stress. Of no phase of our 
preferences is this more true than of 
our choice of the scenes of our vaca­
tion. There are always those who 
for the moment cannot travel; to 
such the motion pictures bring some 
realization of the beauty, extent and 
grandeur of our great Dominion. 
There are those too who are plan­
ning to go far afield during the com­
ing summer. They should not forget 
that within the boundaries of our 
Dominion they can find satisfaction 
in plenty on mountain, river, forest 
or sea. East and West our wealth 
of scene spreads out from ocean to 
ocean to lure the seeker after plea­
sure, health or rest into the centers 
where many of the tourists go or in­
to the solitudes where the cares of 
business became but an echo. And in 
the glorious mountains of the West 
we have been given that which will 
repaf a thousandfold any effort to 
climb above the ordinary world into 
the altitudes of rugged peaks and 
perpetual snow.”
