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Europe.

Versanues, Dec 28—Fort Avaron, 2500 yds
east of Fort Rosng, is & new work mounting
navzl guns which osn reach the towns of
Chelles, Montferel and Clichy. The first fire
from this fort in reply to the Saxen guns to-day
was very accarate but not destructive.

The Pall Mall Gazette warns Englishmen
that they eanmot do worse than persist in the
idea that the people of the United States are
friendly to England. The fact is entirely other-
wise, and at any moment the Americans may
inflict intolerable insult upon British people.

Beruin, Dec 27—Information hag been res
ceived here that the Porte has ordered the
Bosphborus and Dardanelles gtraita to be pro—
teeted by torpedoes.

Haver, Dec 27—Since Saturday evening
this city has been excited over, the first im-
portant struggle between French troops in
this Department, and the Prussians, which
oceurred on Saturday merning at daybreak.
Klthough without any decisive result, it is re«
garded as valuable as a proof of the efficiency
of our artillery and the capacity of the mox
biles and tirreurs in an eacounter with the
regular troops after a number of petty engage—
ment and skirmishes with the Uhlans and
Saxons.

The people are clamorous for another sortie.

Three battalions, forming a column uf 50.000
men have pressed from Honfleur. The force
consisted of 3500 mobiles, 800 tirreurs, and
one battery of regulars, 12 field pieces, 2 mi-
tralleurs and 5 Armstreng guns all under com:
mand of Col Mermanard, who has arrived at
Chateau Moulen, established headquarters and
sent cut the advanced posts.

The 24th was one of coldest this Winter.

The outposts have been drivem in by the
sudden appearance of Prussian eavalry in
Iarge numbers, who were .advancing on ‘the
Chateau. Troeps goon formed in line with the
artillery, pointing forward. On the right wing
the French troops behaved well, bandling the
artillery and ammunition with alacrity, and
were soon prepared foran attack.

Affairs promised to be warm and ioterest-
iog and tbe batile began at 7 30 by the im-
petaous advance of the Prussian eavalry
1500 strong preceded by a battery el artil-
lery. Thev were received by the French
artillery which opened a furious cannenade
and made it bot work for the assailants.
The French guns were well placed and
eplendidly worked but were not sufficiently
supported. Their fire created a temporary
demoralization smong the Germans, whose
lines wavered but kept up their fire. Three
advanees were made by the Prussiass to
lesp upon the French batteries but they
were each time compelled to retire.  This
ucsuocessful fight with the French right
lasted for 2 hours, Then a large body of
Prussian isfantry preceeded by a line of
cavalry appeared oo the road to Becamp
ecoming to the support of the enemy., A
council was held om the battle field in
-wiieh the Germans determined to fall back
on Honfleur. The French now occupy the
heights commanding Beolbec with artillery
whioh could easily have destroved the Ger-
mas fotees. Looking down from this height
to the north east -was the valley of Lille
boone. On the opposite side of the*hill but
lower down and i the plains stood the Prus-
sians ready to aftack the French position.
It wag necessary for the Prussians to descend
into the plain, then cross a petty stream and
ascend the opposite bank about 150 - feet,
The Prussians bere essayed to make the at~
tempt and at the same time were exposed
t0 a destructive fire from the French, while
from their position their own fire was in-
effectaal, Fresh Prussian artillery appear-
ed on the right of the French position and
the fire from these guos ecaused the mobiles
to break in eoofusion., The Freoch force
immedistely commenced to retreat which
they did amidst some confusion. The Prus~
sian line made an attempt to follow up their
advantage but the movement was made
difficult by the nature of the ground bat
pevertheless they captured aboat 200 pris-
oners, Thus evnded the expedition. The
Prussiap losses are estimated at about 300
killed. The French lost under 200.  Since
the fight the Prussians have again fled baei.

The French army of the norih has con-
centrated around Arras® The Bealth of the
troops is excellsnt.
