British Consul’s Report.

the depression of recemt years appears
to be passing off. The banks are show-
ing ‘better balance-sheets, the trade in
timber and its products shows signs of
improvement, the raikways are extending

the late spring and the unusually wet
summer this year have not improved the
prospect. Helsingfors itself, in spite of
the hard times, increases rapidly in size,
building going on with astonishing rapid-
Ity in the centre of the town, as well as
in the suburbs, altheugh outdoor work is
impossible for four months of the win-
ter. ‘A new and striking Finunish theatre
has been completed, as well as a new
custom house. ‘The imports of British
coal to Finland have grown in import-
ance during the last few years, and
amounted in value to about £250,000 last
year. ‘‘From this we can judge of the
general progress of the Grand :Duchy,
of its long undeveloped wealth, and of
the march of modern industrialism in
general”  An attempt is being made to
work the almost inexhaustible supply of
peat; and it is hoped that lbefore long
the port of Helsingfors will be kept open
for traffic all the year round. The ggld
deposits in Lapland are being work d,
some hundreds of men being engaged on
them at present; but the severe climate
is proving a serious obstacle. At the
beginning of July the lakes rwwere still
frozen over, and the gold-seekers in this
“Finnish Klondike,” as it is styled, have
suffered much from cold, without find-
ing a great deal of gold by way of com-
pensation.  Fiunish finances are admir-
ably managed. The revenue and expeu-
diture are between £5.000,000 and
£5,500,000, and a deficit has been un-
known in recent years. The national
debt is £4.500,000, and is more than met
by the state railways alone. 'The credit
of the Grand Duchy is excellent, the in-
terest on the last loan being only 3 per
cent. In spite of increased emigration.
the population increases steadily, and
was over 3,000,000 at the end of last
year. - 1Of these 2,500,000 were Finns,
500,000 Shwedes, and perhaps 100,000
were Russians. Mr. Cooke concludes
his report with a description of Tammer-
fors, “the Manchester of.

Mr. Watchorn says that Europeans wio
obviously are ineligible to emnter the
United States for several years have
been directed by designing agents to
Canadian ports with a view to effecting
a surreptitious entrance into the United
States across the international boun-
dary. Intending immigrants who, by
reason of some disqualifications, are re-
jected by the lines running to United
states ports, are turned over to lines
running to ‘Canada, and, with few ex-
ceptions, they are accepted. <Thoudands
every year find their way to Canada,
thence to the United States. Mr. Wat-
chorn says: ‘“Kvery steamship agent
alludes to the fact that the TUnited
States immigration laws are now being
strictly enforced, and in - conseqnence
the Canadian route is earnestly recom-
mended as one ‘“‘where any one is ac-
cepted who is capable of walking off the
ship,” a statement which is invariably
coupled with a gratuitous  lesson in
North American geography, designed to
impress on the emigrant’s mind the
cheering information that Montreal is a
“border city,” from which a walk across
the border is a very easy matter, unat-
tended by any incenvenience whatever,
there being no inspection of immigrants
at the said border.

“The efficient work of the immigration
officials at- New York and other points
not only tends to make a farce ‘of the
commendable scrutiny exercised at the
Belgian, Holland and German ports, but
serves to stimulate the work of the un-
principled and mercenary list of Euro-
pean steamship passenger agents who
regularly send to Canada not only those
whose admission to United States ports
is open to doubt or those whose admis-
sion is known to be impossible, but also
those who have been actually denied ad-
mission at United States ports, and who
have been duly deported therefrom ac-
cording to law. So important a matter
has this shady immigration become in
certain Italian and Swiss towns that
scores of agencies exist where a normal
“traffic would scarcely justify the main-
tenance of a single agency.” In cenclu-
sion, the report urges that all roads in
the United States be made equally
straight and narrow.

V. Spratt, of the Victoria ‘Machinery
‘Depot, will result if the contract for
the erection of the superstructure of th™
new Point Ellice bridge is let to a local
tenderer,

A Colonist reporter visited the works
of the Victoria Machirery Depot yester-
day. ‘He went there to ascertain from
the management what facilities existed
in Victoria for the handling of such a
large undertaking as the erection of a
teel bridge of the proportions contem-
plated. ‘Mr. C. J. V. Spratt was seen
and he assured the reporter that his
company had every facifity for carrying
ut the work in an expeditious manner,
nd wholly with local labor.

The tender which has been submitted
by the Victoria Machinery Depot is bas-
ed entirely upon the specifications pre-
pared by Mr. Bell, C. E., with the ex-
ception that provision is made for the
substitution ot - *“riveted connections” in
the joints, instead of “pin connections.”
‘'he pin connections called for in the
specifications would permit of the im-
portation of almost the whole material
tor the bridge—that is the raw material
and the different fittings, only requiring
slight mechanical labor to put the dif-
ferent parts in position, ‘This would
mean that in the event of the contract
for the bridge going to an outside ten-
derer very little additiongl labor would
be employed on the work in the city of
Victorja. 5

In the event of the acceptance of the
tender of the one local firm which has
asked for an opportanity to umdertake

be the rolled sections of steel required
in the erection of the structure. :All
the work of “making” the bridge would
be done in the city, and this would give
employment to upwards of 100 men for
several months, in addition to the large
incrgase which would be necessary in
the “shop force.” :
Mr. Snratt is of the opinion that
when the temder submitted by his firm
is opened on Monday next, it will be
found that the price quoted is lower
than the figures mentioned by the other
tenders; but, even if this should not be
the case, he submits that many reasons
can be fairly advanced why the tender
should-be awarded to a local firm.

As has already been stated, the ten-
der submitted by Mr, Spratt’s firm calis
for the riveting of sections instead of
ithe “pin system” in vogue where bridges
are erected at isolated points—that is,
where a large expenditure would be in-
volved in sending a considerable body
of men to places where there are mo
manufacturing facilities. The bridge
proposed to be built by Mr. Spratt’s
firm would in every sense be up to the
letter of the specifications, the only
point of difference being ~that where
“pin connections” are mentioned it is
proposed to adopt the system of “rivet-
ed” connections.

This latter provision, provided it was
decided to adopt it, would result in the
emnlorment of a much greater amount
of local labor. which would he obviously
a great advantage to the city.
