The use of water-gas for fuel, is becoming 
common in some parts of Europe. It can be 
made from refuse broken coke or other cheap 
materials. The gas is mixed with air in 
order to produce hot flame, which will raise 
to brilliant incandescence a thread of lime or 
magnesia exposed to it. A lamp made on 
this principle, invented by a Swede, gives a 
light which, for illumination, costs less than 
one-fiftieth as much as that supplied from 
the beat burners with ordinary coal gas.

The oil belt of Ontario, of which Petrolia 
is the centre, extends for about twenty miles 
with a width varying from one to four miles. 
The number of wells now pumping oil is 
3,800. The bands employed in oil pumping 
and refineries number about 8,500. There 
ere eight large refineries In the vicinity of 
Petrolia, the output of which ie between five 
and six thousand barrels of refined oil per 
week. The total amount of capital invested 
in this industry is estimated at $8,000,000.

To the Japanese, we are indebted for the 
discovery that paper can be made into hun­
dreds of articles for human use. A car 
wheel made of paper will run 2,400,000 
miles without breaking, and is stronger than 
steel or iron, and then it is very much 
cheaper. Paper can be compressed so bard 
that it will tear a chisel into pieces if the 
latter ie held against it. One of the great 
values of paper ie that it can be made to 
take the place of wood. Furniture made of 
it looks like black walnut, and is really 
stronger as well as cheeper. Stoves are 
made of paper, and are so incombustible that 
it is impossible to burn them. In short, it 
has been found that the linen fibre from 
which the beat paper is made, will in the 
future be ae valuable to mankind as wood or 
iron.

A Hot Debate in the Legislature at 
Melbourne, Australia.

The mon who eland on this sphere with

They failed of course and 
got both parties down upon them. The 
Premier, Mr. Gillies, was assailed by Mr. 
Shields, and most outrageously by Mr. Tul- 
hill. After Mr. Tulbill. bad taken his seat 
the Argus thus reports the stormy scene :—

Mr. Gaunson said that nothing more dis­
reputable had ever occurred io the history of 
Victoria than the way in which the present 
Government took office. That schemer the 
Premier—for he was nothing but a schemer. 
(Opposition cheers)------

Mr. Staughton—That is not parliamentary.
Mr. Gaunson—It is parliamentary. He is 

a schemer, end a great schemer.
Mr. L. L. Smith—Of course it is parlia­

mentary.
The Chairman—I do not think it is parlia- 

mentery. (" Hear’ bear,” end laughter.)
Mr. L. L. Smith (to Mr. Gaunson)—In a 

political sense. You are speaking in a politi­
cal sense, aren't you? (Loud laughter.)

Mr. Gaunson—If the premier was not 
a schemer, then nobody was. His apprecia- 
tion of his old colleagues in the Government 
was shown by his kicking them out. And 
there was that flight to England—that miser­
able old counterfeit, that while haired poli­
tical rogue------

Mr. Giles—Shame.
Mr. Ganneon—Who criee " Shame” He 

put you where you ere. I say that pure old 
counterfeit, that bandy-legged old schemer.

Mr. Hell row to a point of order.
Mr. Gaunson—Well, isn't he bandy-leg­

gedF
Mr. Hall—It Is time these personalities 

were stopped, especially in regard to a gen­
tleman who was in this House for many 
years. (Hear, hear.) Those offensive ex­
pressions ere not gentlemanly and they are 
not parliamentary. (Hear, hear.)

The Chairman deprecated the use of ob­
jectionable expressions towards any public 
officer.

Mr. Gaunson—As to the point of order, 
when it came from any hon. member, who, 
on the word of a barmaid, tried to diddle her 
out of three pence—(laughter)—that is only 
word for word, and I believe that of the bar­
maid—(laughter)—

Mr. Hall—I rise to a point of order. The 
bon' member has charged me with diddling 
a barmaid out of three pence. (Loud laugh­
ter.) I think he ie bringing this House into 
contempt. (Heer, hear.)

Mr, L. L. Smith—That is not a point of 
order.

Thia scene continued at length, and finally 
came to a close, the Assembly being dis­
graced by the unseemly exhibition.

000.

The Bank of Nova Scotia made a net pro­
fit for 1887 of $125,700, of which $78,000 
was paid in dividende end $40,000 baa been 
carried to the reserve fund, making it $400;- 
000.

Rev, Dr. Pitblado, of Winnipeg, baa ac­
cepted a call to a Presbyterian Church in 
San Francisco.

Mrs. Jack­
son was married when but eleven years old, 
end while yet in her twelfth year gave birth 
to a daughter. The letter followed her 
mother’s example, becoming a wife at twelve 
years of age and a mother at thirteen, the 
child just born being a girl.

The Charlottetown civic elections took 
place Wedneedey.

The Federal bank of Toronto, baa gone into 
liquidation. Ever since the failure of the 
Central Bank, there has been a steady drain 
upon the Federal, ita shares have fallen lower 
and lower, and Friday the other bank man­
agers met and decided that that the Federal 
should wind up its affaire. The other banks 
will take over the assets of the Federal and 
pay ita depositors in full. It is likely the 
shareholders will not be called upon to pay 
any liability.

Four young Indiana in search of work at 
English Bay, British Colmbia, going to the 
houee of Mrs. Dalgleish to get something to 
eat, left a loaded rifle on the kitchen table 
and went into the front room. As Mr.. Dal­
gleish was cooking their eupper, she picked 
it up to lay it aside.

The proprietor’s residence, which 
adjoined the printing office, narrowly escaped 
the same fate.

New License Law for Quebec.

Mr. L. O. David, M. P. P., for Que­
bec east, has prepared a new liquor 
license law, which will be submitted 
to the Quebec Legislature at its next 
session. The following are the cardi­
nal points of the proposed enactment. 
To increase the license fee; to abol­
ish grocery licenses; to regulate the 
wholesale and retail trade in liquors; 
to deprive of his license any person 
proved to have adulterated his liquor; 
to protect the proprietors of licensed 
houses by allowing them, in case the 
tenant leaves without paying rent, to 
take over the license or transfer it to 
some authorised person ; to forbid the 
sale of liquors to persons under the 
age of 21 years; the requisitions of 
new applicants to be signed by one- 
third of the voters in the electoral dis­
trict; the opposition to secure the 
signatures of two-thirds of the voters, 
to require the absolute fulfilment of 
the law in reference to giving meals 
and lodgings; the sale of liquor in 
saloons, pure and simple, not to be al­
lowed; to inflict the most severe pun­
ishment on those infringing the law, 
the magistrate to be compelled to with­
draw licensee from delinquents; to

New Goods for Evening Wear.
VANCOUVER, B, O., January 22—Mr. 

Henry Norman, the special commissioner of 
the Pall Mall Gazette, who is making a tour 
through the different colonies that form the 
British Empire, arrived here last night and 
to-day carried on a conversation over the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company’s wire. 
At one end of the wire was Mr. Hearst, of 
the Examiner, San Francisco, and at the 
other end Mr. Bleed of the Pall Mall Gazette, 
London. There was an unbroken telegraph 
circuit extending from San Francisco to New 
York, 4,600 miles, the distance from New 
York to London, via Canso, N. 8., being 
3,600 miles, or 8,100 in all. The telegraph 
lines making up this circuit ran from San 
Francisco to New York, via Vancouver, B. 
O., and Montreal, connecting at New York 
with the Mackay-Bennett cable. The tele­
grams exchanged between San Francisco end 
London were, therefore only repeated at New 
York, Canso and Bristol, England the latter 
place being the lending place of the Mackay- 
Bennett cable. The object of this experi­
ment was to demonstrate the fact that Lon­
don end Vancouver were practically within 
speaking distance of each other, which would 
in case of war complications in the East, be 
of the greatest importance to the British Em- 
pire. Thia

also demonstrated the fact that the Canadian 
Pacific company’s system of telegraphs could 
be successfully maintained during the most 
rigorous season of the year. That the rail­
road could also be kept open, Mr. Norman 
had just had the very beat evidences, as he 
left Winnipeg at the time the American 
transcontinental roads were suffering from 
the recent blizzard, and arrived here with 
but few hour’s detention en route. At 1.12 
p, M., Vancouver time, but 0.12 London 
lime, Mr. Norman asked Mr. Steed a ques- 
tion, receiving a reply in five minutes. Then 
Mr. Stead asked. “How far off are you 
from London ?" In four minutes the reply 
flashed beck. “ Six thousand nine hundred 
miles, which, with 1200 to Sen Francisco 
added, makes a grand total of 8,100 miles, 
the longest circuit ever worked and the great­
est feet yet accomplished in telegraphy.” 
The conversation was kept up for a couple of 
hours, Mr. Norman relating some of his many 
experiences. Among othsr things be said : 
« This ie something more than an exhibition 
of telegraphic process. The trip has been 
such a revelation of the reality of the em­
pire that I greatly deeired to do something to 
exhibit thia in

and the very kind permission and assistance 
of the managers of the magnificent telegraph 
system of the Canadian Pacific railway and 
of Mr. Ward, manager of the Commercial 
Cable company, of which all the world knows, 
enables me to do this. I have sailed in en 
English ship, the " Polynesian,” 3,000 miles 
across the Atlantic, with an English cable 
below, travelled by an English railway, 3,000 
miles through primeval forests, by the great­
est lakes in the world, across splendid prairie 
wheat fields of the empire, over four colos- 
sal mountain ranges to here, where I can see 
the Pacific as I write and in a few days shall 
start for a 4,000 miles voyage in another 
English ship, the “ Parthia,” over another 
ocean, and yet I am able here to report my­
self to you and talk as quickly and as easily as 
if we were speaking through a tube in North­
umberland street. The “trip is transconti­
nental and the Saxon vet spoken” as an Ame­
rican poet wrote. Indeed, 11,000 miles near­
ly half around the globe, and still the Union 
Jack will be overhead, and time and space 
are annihilated for 7,000 of them. Another 
year and another cable will annihilate the 
rest. Is not the wire which unites us the 
most etriking symbol of our imperial unity 
and an unfailing foreteller of the federation 
which will one day girdle the globe, and is 
not the click of this key, heard in two hemis­
phere, more eloquent than all the arguments 
of the empire’s enemies ever penned?"

He 
told them thet a mistake had been made, and 
that under the circumstances the ceremony 
could not proceed. It was then too late an 
hour to remedy the defect, and explanations 
were given the assembled company which 
dispersed after hoping that ell would soon be 
arranged as to have a happy ending.

Towels,The Montreal Gazette calls atten­
tion to a recent article in the Sun re­
garding the benefit the Short Line 
Railway will be in developing the 
coal fields of Grand Lake, Queens 
County.
