Independence—Real and Fancifal.

On three occasions, of quite recent date,
the public have heard more from the plat-
form abont independence, beth for °and
against it, than during several years pre-
ceding. It does not appear, however, that
either those who favor it or those who de-
nounce it have se far helped to make the
subject very mueh clearer than it was. For
instance, Sir Richard Cartwright, looking
forward to independence some day, is il-
logical enough to set himself in opposition
to the national policy—the only thing that
can ever serve as the material basis of what
he is talking about. Equally inconsistent
with  himself is Mr, Blake, who,
had he followed wup his Aurora
speech to its = natural conclusion
would have declared for protection and
commercial independence a dozen years
ago. The public man who says that he
looks forward to independence, but that
he is still unalterably opposed to an in-
dependent commercial policy for Canada,
reaches a mountain peak of inconsistency ;
quite equal to that of the American patriot
who said that he was in favor of the Maine
law, but against its enforcement. We like
to recall now and then a remark of the
Montreal Witness, made a year or two
ago, that Sir John by establishing the
national policy, and securing the recog-
nition of a Canadian ambassador in London,
had doneé mére for independence than all

- the talkers about it that had ever preceded
him. We remember, too, Sir John himself
said not very long ago that as regards
Canada’s commercial independence, he
was a home ruler up to the handle, or

_ words to that effect. Mr. Blake did one
thing of some importance: he asked for
and secured certain changes in the gover-
nor-general’s instructions. He B"ought to
have seen that his Aurora convictions, if
he has not lost them, should ‘have com-
pelled him to have gone much further.

A Preminent Independent,

It is well known that Quebec contains,
and has for a long time contained a strong
independence element amongst its public
men, The late John Young of Montreal
was an ardent advocate of independence,
and so was once Mr. Lucius Seth Hunting-
ton, It is mot so generally remembered
that Sir Alexander Galt, our late high
commissioner in London, was about ths
time of confederation a believer in inde-
pendence, and—what Is of more impor-
tance—in the view that to promote the in-
dependence of Canada was the deliberate
policy of British stateamen in promoting
confederation. The St. John Telegraph
has done the cause of independence good
service by republishing part of Sir Alexan-
der’s speech on the subject in the house of
commons in1870. Sir Charles Tupper had
charged him with evincing a “‘desire to
strike down the constitution of the coun-
try,” with being an ‘‘apostle of inde-
pendence,” ~ ard - with inconsistence
in keeping political company with those
who were seekizg to “‘perpetuate the ties
that bind us te ¢fe parent state.” This at-
tack called forth the following significant
remarks, for which we bespeak an earnest
perusal from all who take any thought for
the future of the dominion :

He considered a charge of disloyalty a se-
rious charge to bring against any man. e
could not allow it to pass without endeavor-
ing to place before this house and the country
a statement of his opinions, and then he
would be willing to_abide their judgment.
He had been charged with disloyalty to her
majesty. During last session of parliament
he received a communication from the gov-
ernor-general deuirl:x§ him (Sir Alexander) to
call upon him. He did so, and was told by
the governor-general that he had received in-
structions from Karl Granville to offer him
the decoration which he now wore. Reflecting
upon the views he held in reference to the
future of this couuntry, he determined that,
however gratifying the offer might be to his
personal vanity or his_personal ambition, he
must not accept any distinction under false
pretences. At _that ‘interview, therfore, he
told Sir John Young that he had certain
views in reference to the future of this coun-
try, beligving that sonfederation must lead to
the indéPendence of the country, and that this
policy was that which, was desired by the im-
perial government, and would be promotive of
the interests of this country also, His excel-
lency at his (Sir Alexander’s) request, per-
mitted him to put these views in writing. * *
He would say that, in the letter he addressed
to the governor-general, he eonsideied the
confederation of the provinces, as intended by
the imperial wolicy, would lead to theirulti-
mate separation from Great Britain, That was
a policy, he thought, which would gréatly tend
to lessen complication between Great Britain
and the United States; and that it would
tend to remove & feeling of uneasiness in
this country with regard to our position re-
latively with the United States in the unfor-
tunate event of hostilities occurring. He did
not suggest anything like an immediate separ-
ation of tha country, but thought that the
connexion should be maintained as long a8 it
was compatible with our mutual interests; but
that it should be understood, or if possible ex-

reased, that the peopl# of this country would
up at some définite time in the fature

late for thnemselves.

Col, Denison’s opposition to even the
mention of independence appears to have
its origin in an overflow of the military
spirit, along with rather too vivid
recollections of certain events of seventy
or a hundred years ago. And the Globe
is right in replying that our volunteers are
citizens first and soldiers afterwards.
Something may be allowed, however, for
the- fervor of his feelings on the subject.
He seesGome people advocating American
democracy as the one quick and ready eure
for all the ills that Canada suffers from. A
prevailing belief is that to drop our own
system and to adopt the Ameriean system
would not elevate the standard of publio
morality very much; but still the attempt
is made to cram it down our throats
that if we want te develope pub-
lic honesty, and to become =a
highly meral and respectable community,
all we have to do is to adopt the political
methods of New York and Chicago !\ Our
people are not likely to “‘see it,” we fancy.
Again, there are others who hold that our
true path to material prosperity lies in
commercial annexation to the United
States, with political annexation, of course,
to follow. The Globe and ether reform
journals are -advocatcs of commercial an-
nexation, but they refuse to admit its poli-
tical consequence.  Col. Denison sees all
this, and no wonder that he is rather im-
patient of anything that takes on the color
of separation from the mother country.

‘But the real patriotic kind of inaepen-
dence movement, for Canada, must be one
that will very distinctly refuse to ally it-
self either into American democraey, or
with annexation in any form. Indspen-
dence is the true antithesis or alternative
of allowing this country te drop into the
American union. It means that it is worth
making an effort to show that Canada ean
and will continue herself as a separate, in-
dependent nation. The British connection
feeling is not strong emough by itself; it
requires the feeling of separate nationality
and independence, besides, fo keep Canada
standing where she ought to stand. This
does not mean, however, that we are in a
furry to cut British connection. But we
begin with the N. P. as a material basis,
and oh that foundation we expect to keep
building and extending and strengthening
the structure from year to year. - And Col,
Denison may yet live to see in the feeling |
and the policy here outlined, the most
powerful of all safeguards for the perpetu-
ation of the dominion.
