He 
held that the establishment of an hotel in 
Mimico meant even if it were ever so well 
conducted that a drunken man would never 
be seen leaving it, the waste of money, 
misery in many homes and the ruination of 
lives. Some people would doubtless tell 
them that their village could not grow 
unless a hotel was started for the accom­
modation of travelers. This wa# a false 
idea. Places in which liquor was sold were 
unproductive, and/ therefore could not be 
beneficial Tbe articles turned out by the 
ndustry of the carpenter, lumberman and 

farmer were increased in value by the 
amount of labor expended. The pruductof 
tbe tavern-keeper was ruined manhood. The 
deciding of the question Jts to whether 
taverns should be established in Mimico or 
not was reposed in the residents themselves.
1 ‘There never can be,” he said, “a tavern in 
this neighborhood unless a majority of the 
electors put their signatures asking for it, 
The law stipulated that before a hotel can be 
opened in. afv locality hitherto without one 
it is not only accessary to obtain the sig­
natures of a majority of the electors in the 
polling sub-division, but one-third cw this 
majority must be actual residents and *Uo 
contain the names of 11 out of the 20 resid­
ing nearest the place where it is proposed to 
locate the house.” » ^ . . .

Mr. How.and said that if they desired to 
make Mimico attractive to outriders either 
as * summer resort or as a location for manu- 
faaturing industries it would not pay them 
to establish a tavern in their midst. “Mimico 
is just beginning to grow. Just get a report 
going that you nave a couple of bad taverns 
in your town and see how quickly it will 
injure you. Then you will find that you

For the first 
nine months of the present year, according 
to the British Board of Trade returns, Eng­
land imported 7,557,184,120, OT 75,571,340 
dozen. The trade also is on the increase, as 
for the first nine months iff 1889 the importa­
tions were 70,069,420 dozen, and for the first 
nine months of 1888 63,760,860 dozen.
