St. Andrew’s, King-street.
Warden Massie occupied tbe chair at the 

annual business meeting of the congregation 
of St. Andrew’s Church last night. Tho 
Board of Managers in their report referred 
feelingly to tbe death of Mr. A.,T. Fulton, 
who was a member of the board for over 15 

, years, and after his retirement materially 
assisted them at various times. He bad 
bequeathed the sum of 
church and .the board 
that this sum be invested aud the interest 
applied to the general church fund. This 
recommendation did not carry, however, 
and considerable discussion ensued. It was 
finally resolved to apply tbe sum to the re­
duction of the church debt. The board re­
gretted having to report that the congrega­
tion had not, us a whole, fallen in with the 
suggestion made a year ago to the effect that 
each member double his or her sub­
scription.
