The assembly was a striking ome. A
score or more of those present were 1n
the pink of the orthodox fox-hunter.
They made_bright spots in the plane of
black and dun-colored vesture. The af-
fair was one of the merriest possible.
The huntsman jested with the landed
yeoman, over whose properties they
ride, and poked fun at each other over
many a mishap on the hunting field.
The songs of Messrs, Barker, Warrington
and others made things go the faster.

There were cheers when Mr. D’Alton
McCarthy rose, and with an allusion to
the loyalty of those assembled, propos-
ed Her Majesty, the Prince and Princess
of Wales and thé Royal Family followed
thereafter, and were drunk right royal-
ly. With an allusion to the years in
which he sat beside Hon. Mr. Kirkpat-
rick in the House of Commons, Mr. Mc-

The Master of the Hounds.

“The Farmers of York and Scarboro”
was then proposed by Mr. [George
Beardmore, .who spoke as follows:

On behali of Mr, McCarthy and myself
I wish to-night to particularly welcome
to this dinner the farmers of the country
of York and Scarboro, in whose special
honor it has been given. For many years
the old Toronto Hunt was ably conduct-
ed and managed by my friend, Dr. An-
drew Smith, the late popular master.
To most of the farmers here present the
doctor has been long and favorably,
kunown. I felt in succeeding to the re-
sponsible position of master of the new
Hunt that I should like to take the
earliest opportunity possible of meeting
and becoming personally acquainted with
the gentlemen through whose courtesy
and kindness the Hunt has for some time
‘past been able to hold its bi-weekly
meetings, and I take this opportunity
of thanking all the farmers in the vicini-
ty of Toronto for permitting our fux
hounds to run over their estates, and
I also thank them for the kind manner
in which they have allowed us to tumble
over their fences, and then have forgiven
and forgotten the damage we may have
done, ) i

At the present time hunting is becoming
more popular than ever it was, and espe-
cially amongst the ladies, which we are
all glad to see and to have their support,
and: I hope it will encourage manly sport
and more men to'ride. We are all anxious
to make our club a success and induce
more people to get horses, and we are
glad that you, our guests, lend your kind
support to us, and we hope you will join
in the hunt whenever you can.

I do not like to introduce serious sub-

through a fence out of sight of both rider
and horse, and with every chance of
destroying a man’s life, I hope the far-
mers will join with us and see if some

these gentlemen, so that wires may be
taken down after Oect. 1.
always been a cordial feeling displayed
by the farmers in the vicinity of Toronto
towards the hunt; and most of the good
yeomanry outside the city limits do not
grudge the “men in pink” the é&ntry to
their meadows in the chase of Reynard.
The hunt does indirectly to a great ex-
tent benefit the farmer. In the great
hunting districts of England the tillers
of the soil find it in various ways one
of the chief contributors to their support.
In Canada the kindly feeling which exists
between the landowners and the hunt-
ers is one of the good results of British
tradition.

JIPANS PRICE FOR PEACE

REGARDEU WITH GREAT DISSATIS-
FAOTION IN EUROPE.

France and Russia May Insist Upon Its Re-
vision—England Objects to the Cession
of Formosa—The Ruling Chinese Dy-
nasty in Danger—Japan to Build More
Warships.

London, April 17.—The Star’s dispatch
from Tien: Tsin says an Imperial procla-
mation has been issuéd authorizing Li
Hung Chang to sign a treaty of peace
with Japan guaranteeing the payment
of 200,000,000 taels indemnity.

To cede to the Japanese the Island of
Formosa and the peninsula of Liao Tung
to the fortieth degree of latitude. :

To sanction the opening of five new
commercial ports, including Pekin. ;

And to give Japan the power to open
cotton factories and other industriesin
China. The import duties at the open
ports are not to exceed 2 per cent.

The Pall Mall Gagzette, commenting on/
the terms of peace between China and
Japan, as defined by the Imperial edict
just issued in Pekin,says the conditiomns-
are better than those mentioned in The
Times dispatches yesterday, but the
cession of Formosa will surely displease
England, while the cession of Port Ar-
thur will be objected to by Russia.

“ Our Government,” The Gagzette says,
“may safely be depended upon to do
nothing, however, unless the other pow-
ers take action.”

A despatch from Hong Kong says it
is expected there that a revolution
against the reigning dynasty will be
begun on Friday. The leading Chinese
of Canton are coming to Hong Kong
in large numbers.

Peace ratifications will be exchanged
within three weeks, and the armis-
tice has been extended to midnight on
May 8. 8

The Terms of Peace.

A Central News despatch from Tokyo
says that by the terms of the treaty
of peace, Japan is to receive possession
of Formosa, the Pescadore Islands, the
Peninsula of Liao Tung, frfpm Yin Kow
to Au Ping, on the Yalu Ijver, and an
indemnity of 200,000,000 taels in sil-
ver. Several important commercial con-
cessions are also made by China, but
these Japan is to share with other na-
tions. No territory is to be occupied by
Japan as a temporary guarantee, ex-
cept, perhaps, Liukung Tao.

The Chinese indemnity to Japan is to
be paid in silver in five yearly -instal-
ments. B '

Japan May Not Scare.

The St. James Gazette says: el ¢
Japan declines to be frightened, Russia
may come to the conclusion that she
would better mnot try force. Mean-
while, England is berevolent, and has no
feeling of anger toward Japan. The
opening of factories in China by Japan
does not mean that she will have & mono-
poly of such industries, as England
could also open.factories if she chose.”

The Russian journals, according to
dispatches from St. Petersburg, are more
vigorous in their utterances tham the
English papers, and sound the warning
that the signing of such a treaty of
peace as indicated by the despatches of
the last twenty-four hours will be only
a prelude to a wider though unnecessary
armed conflict.

British Foreign Office Alert

The Earl of Kimberley, Secretary of
State for Foreign Affairs, who has been
spending the Easter recess in the coun-
try, suddénly made his appearance in
London this afternoon, and The Globe,
on the authorify of the Exchange Tele-
graph Company, says it is understood
that his return is connected with the
conclusion of peace negotiations between
China and Japan, and the situation of
the Nicaraguan dispute.
