A %20.000 Sale of Fars

It included
26 silver foxes, 78 cross foxes, 124 red
foxes, 41 fisher, 72 otter, 812 beaver,
23 wolverine, 106 bear,3016 marten, 582
mink, 115.lynx, 7 wolf, 3100 rat and
48 pounds of castorum. The unusual
abundance of marten this year, with
the comparatively high price at which
they sell, adds greatly to the figures
of the fur trade this season. Of sil-
ver foxes, which are always a rarity,
there seems to be more than usual.
