The Canton Riots.

London, Sept: 11.—A despatch from
Hoog Koog states that a Chinese mob at
Canton burned the houses of several Euro-
pesn merchants and also their wharves,
cauxing great consternation Among foreign
residents, most of whom sought refuge on
the vessels in the river. No violence was
offered to their persons, Chinese troops
were called out, which quickly dispersed
the rioters, On receipt of the intelligence
at Hong Kong several gunboats were des-
patched to Canton.

London, Sept. 11.—A despatch from
Paris to the Excbhange Telegraph Compa-
ny, states M. Tseng, the Chinese Ambas-
sador, prior to leaving Paris for London,
communicated with M, Challemel Lacour,
the French Minister for Foreign Affairs,
relative to the reinforcement of French
forces in Tonquin. In reply, Challemel
Lacoar says he cannot stop tbe despatch
of reinforcements while there is danger of
war, and that this can only be removed by
the settlement of & basis opon which a
treaty can be made.

London, Sept. 14.—The Standard has a
long despatch from Hong Kong giving
further details of the Canton riots. Ten
English establishments, one American, one
French and two German were burned to
the ground ; and two English, one Ger-
man, and one French houses were sacked
by the mob. The consuls have sent an
identical note to the Viceroy, bolding bim
responsible for the destruction. The arri-
val of two British and ove French gun-
boat at midnight on Tuesday restored
confidence. Btill there isgreat excitement
at Canton. Placards are posted on the
walls applauding the action of the people
in attacking the settlement and calling
upon them next time to destroy the Euro-
pean devils, as well as their property.
The consuls sll admit tpe situation is very
serious, and that the future of the Eure-
pean coluny is gloomy in the extreme.
There is now almost open war between
them and the populace of Canton, and jt
will be necessary to have ships of war here
for protection for a long time to come.
