It is announced that Lieutenant-Colonel
MacCallum, Governor of Lagos, West Afri-
ca, will succeed Sir Herbert Murray as Gov-
ernor of Newfoundland.

George N. Curzon, until recently the par-
liamentary secretary of the foreign office,
has been appointed viceroy of India in sue-
cession to the Earl of Kigin.

All restrictions placed upon the cable
traffic to the West Indies, Spain and its de-
pendencies by the Government of the Unite
cd States have been removed.

A cargo of Russian manganese was landed
at Philadelphia last week. The Spanish-
American war has made the transportation
of ore from Russia a necessity.

Mr. Beaven has abandoned the task of
forming a government in British Columbia,
and Governor Mclnnes has sent for Mr.
Semlin, the ieader of the opposition.

British parliament has passed a bill to ra-

The fishery regulations of British Colum-
bia have been amended to provide that every
applicant for a fishery license shall be a
British subject and a bona fide fisherman.

What appear to be very extensive coal
fields have been discovered on Queen Char-
lotte I:lands. The Vancouver Coal Company °
have sent men to the fields to develop them.

Mount Vesuvius is now in a state of erup-
tion from a new crater. The eruption is
supposed to be connected with the seismic
disturbances felt at Messina and in southern
Italy.

Cholera is epidemic at Madras. Between
Monday morning and Friday night there
were 55 deaths from the diseage, the fatali-
ties prior to the day first mentioned having
been 117.

There are now 15,000 children in Italy
convected with the Protestant Sunday
schools. In Japan there are 901 Sunday
schools unconnected with Protestant
churches.

A severe engagement took place on July
31 between the Spaniards and Americans
near Manila. The latter were victorions
but had eleven men killed and thirty-seven
wounded.

An engagement near Rosario, Port Rico,
took place on the 10th inst. between Amer-
ican and Spanish troops in which the Amer-
icans loss is placed at two killed and four-
teen wounded.

Measures are being taken by Denmark to
place the seaport of Copenhagen in a state of
military efficiency. Itissupposed that these
measures are due to fears of a conflict between
Great Britain and Russia.

In the mcuntain districts of Austria ex-
treme cold prevails, thermometers register-
ing within a few hours from 100 to 50 degreee,
Heavy falls of snow have occurred in Inns-
buck, Gratz and el-ewhere.

The United States internal revenue re.
ceipts from all sources during the fiscal year
ended June 30,°1898, amounted to $170,869,«
519, an increase as compared with the pre-
vious fiscal year of $24,249,925.

The Northern Pacific .Railway Company
is sending to Winnipeg 1,000 new grain cars
with a capacity of 70,000 pounds each for
the Manitoba division. Several new loco-
motives have also reached that city.

A petition is being circulated by friends
of the governor of Newfoundland, Sir Her-
bert Marray, praying the Imperial minis-
try to permit him to withdraw his resigna-
tion and continue in the governorship.

In a swimming race at San Francisco, on
the 14th, R. V. Cornell, the Californian
champion, was defeated by Sydney Cavill,
of Australia, who made 220 yards in two
minutes and 20 seconds, a new world’s record.

Althcugh the Vaccine Institute in Cairo
distributed lymph for 330,000 vaccinations
in Egypt last year, the supply was mnot
equal to the demand, and no less than 2057
cases of smallpox were treated iz the gov-
ernment hospital,

Five people—three men and two women—
were lynched at Clarendon, Arkansas, last
week. All of the victims of the mob were
negroee. They were accused of the murder
of Mr. John T. Ocr, the wealthy young
merchant who was assassinated recently.

The huge Cunard stean:er Ultonia, which
is scheduled to make her initial trip to Boston
the latter part of August, will carry an im-
mense amount of cargo. It is said that she
has a capacity for 10,940 tons of dead weight
freight, or 15,000 tons of measurement cargo.

Hon. Robert Beaven, who was called upon
by Lieut. Governor McIunes, of British Col-
umbia, to form a Cabinet, has failed, and

The Boston barque Swallow went to Deso-
lation Island in the South Seas, off Cape of
Good Hope, and in a few weeks caught
enough elephant seals to make 2000 barrels
of oil. The voyage netted the owners $30,-
000. The vessel was expected to be away 2
years, but was able to come back in 11
months. |
