| FRUIT CULTURE IN BEAR RIVER

R. M: K.
Authorities agree that in so far as
the quality of the soil and the climate
are concerned, there is no part of the
province cf Nova Scotia so well
suited for, the growth and maturity
of the ordinary orchard fruit, as the
valley of the Bear River. ‘While upcn
| hillsides with a southern exposure, in
sunny glens and brooksides, peaches
and grapes are grown to maturity in
the cpen air, these are, however,
cultivated chiefly for home consumpt-
ion.

APPLES AND PEAERS

The yield of these fruit is abundant
here this season, and as the various
varieties are reaching maturity the
quality is prcved to be excellent and
larger in size than is usual ty( this
season, this is doubtless due to
excessive moisture.

So far this summer there have been
no violent wind stcrmns to interfere
with the growth and development of
the fruit. But no spraying has been
done this year in the valley, with the
excepticn of two or three orchards,
consequently a considerable quantity
of the fruit when marketed must be
classified as “Domestic”.

CHERRIES AND PLUMS

The envidble reputation that
River has sustained in the past fcr
success in prciducing good crops of
both cherries and plums seems likely
to pass into history unless a deter-
mined effort is made to revive the
culture of these delicicus fruits. In
