There is nothing sp dangerous . as
posing as a prophet with reference
to purely mundane matters. Printers
ink and paper form almost an en-
during record to rise up and per-
haps confound the soothsayer. Never-
theless, I would ' hazard some pre-
dictions, accompanied by the usual
warnings, and perhaps some few ad-
monitions after the way of orthodox
prophets. Making no pretentions to

any supernaturel gifts, I am obliged |

to rely upon the experience of the
past and my knowledge of pre t
conditions in foreign and domestic

mearkets, and. with reference to the ;

soil, climate and people’ of Nov
Scotia.
Sinking for the moment the ques-

tion of adaptability of soil, climata |

and other considerations, I venture
to express the opinion that within
the lifetime of the present gcn>ra-
tion there will be no s2rious over-

producticn. But the people of Nova |

Scotia are not the only people who
are growing apples, &nd I antici-
pate that there will be such a
thing as a more or less keen com-
| petition.

NOVA SCOTIA’S COMPETITORS

And now arises the question, how
will Nova Scotia fair in this com-
petiticn? British Columbia looms up
larg2, ani for the fi time in the
apple industry has s to other Pro-
vinces an appreciable amount of
good fruit. The States of the Pac
Coast are in the midst
"xirht be called an ‘‘apple mania,

ard lands and apples ar

invaded the northwest markets. On-
tario is experiencing a widespread re-
vival of interast in orcharding; and
even Quebec is incorporating orchard
companies of moneycd men who are
planting by the hundred acres, no:

SOME DISADVANTAGES.

Following theplan of th2 small boy
who is earnestly desirous of getting
through his werk, let us take the dis-
agreeable side of the question frst
and mention some of the disadvan-
tages, under which thy Nova Scotian
fruit grower follows his cccupation.

First, in the matter of varietiss.
He is limited at the pr:sent time
practically in the winter sorts, and
his season is corraspondingly shorten-
ed. Itis very true that some of the
earlier  varieties cccasicnally yield
splendid returns, but the carazful ap-
ple grower in ‘Novg Scotia is cau-

| tious with reference ‘o early varie-

ties, principally becauses the best
mearkets and the larger markets are
not yet open to him. The trans-
portation facilities from Hali‘ax to
Great PBritain are only fairly good
for early fruit at the present time;
and Gravensteins, the most luscious
fruit that ever tickled the ralate of
the epicure, are in danger o being
a mass of decay before they reach
Convent Garden. This, of course, is
not always the case; but a really
large commerce cannot be bulic up-

A FASHION IN VARIETIES.
There are also rlimitations in: var-
ieties. There is a fashion in varie-
ties as there is in ladies’ hats, and
when one particular style has a
world-wide advertirement it is onlv
shrewd business to keep this style
in stock. if possible, ihasmuch as it
can be sold practically without cost
for advertising and may help to ad-
vertise other goods. Perhaps the best
advertised varieties in the apple
markets of the world today, are the
Baldwin ard the Northern Spy. Yet
for some reasgn, that I will not at-
tampt to explain, Nova Scotia does
not excel or even come up to the
standard of Ontario in these two
varieties; and this must be consid-
ered a handicap, however slight.

CLIMATE AND INSECTS.

In climate Novg Scotia has some §
drawbacks, but as the seare incur-
able and not greater thaw, though
different, from that of the other
Provinces, they = need not %e dwealt
upon. It is too obvious to gay that
of course, the wise fruit | grower
will take the rainfall and tte win-
ter and summer temperature! into
consideration when he is planting his
orchard. . ;

In the matter of insects and fung-
ous diseases, Nova Scotia .is neither
better nor worse than the other ap-
ple growing Provinces.

So much for the drawbacks to ap-
ple growing in Nova Scotia. They
cre not particularly numerous, and
with unimportant exceptions, ere ca-
pable of being remedied or circum-
vented by the fruit-growers them-

THE BEST IARI\IETS

Now for t dvantaizes which Nova
Scotia joys. First, the largest
markets in the world, the markets of
Europe, are nearer to Nova Scotia
}than to any other apple- growmg
! district. . With proper facili ties, which
the fruit growers can insist upo

having, there should be very littlc5
deterioration in transit from the
warehouse to the market. This in it-
self would give a nice margin of
profit to the Nova Scotia grower,
other things being equal. A szcond
advantage is that there are certain
varieties of apples which Nova Sco-'
tia can grow to perfecticn. Her !
Gravenstcins, Blenheims, Nonpariels,
Ribstons, Cox’s Orange are nowhere
excelled, and even if there are su-
ficient to* furnish the Province with
an industry. These varieties are well
known in the English markets—some
of them great favorites, suiting the
taste especially of Southern England
even better than the most famous
)\arxehes of other Provinces.

AN ECONOMIC ADVANTAGE.

Few fruit growers estimate the val-
ue of a large aggregation of orchards
in one place; this advantagz Nova

Scotia has. An observer who will
ascend to a point of vantage in the |
neighborhocd Berwick during the |
month of Junz when the apple treecs!

GOOD ROADS.

The goverament of Quebec is about
to enter upon a systematic and scien-
tific method 0f road impiovement
throughout tHe province. The system
proposed is to purchase a large sup-
ply of road-making plant, probably
one stone crusher for every county

and to lend the necessary eguip-
ment to parishis which wish to use it
for the imprcvement of the rcaas. If
along with this equipment, the gov-
ernment should supply cOmpetent
road engineers and instructors, it
would not be long before a marked
imrrovement would be seen in the
great provincial highways. There is

a vast amount of labor and money
wasted and worse than wasted in the
present methods of road-making
throughout our country sections gen-
crally. At the time when our roads

\most need repairing, farmers are

too busily engaged with their spring
work to attend to their ‘‘statute la-
bor.”” Then when the roads settle
down and become fairly passable,
road-work ‘begins. 'This generally

| consists in ploughing out the drains
and throwing the soft clay into tha

middle of the road, to be turned in-
to mud when the rains come. ¥ a
portion of the leading highways of
our provincaes were properly bailt
ach ycar, with road material, in a

'few years we would have large

stretches of permanent good’ roads,
and the attractiveness of life in the
country would be increased ten-fold.
We commend the action of tha Quebec

| Government to the legislatures of all
