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Then beat four ounces of sugar with an-
other white of an egg for ten minutes to
make a second icing for the cake. Let this
dry for two hours longer, when the cake
may be covered with a decorative icing.
¥ruit cake should always be heavily iced.

Vassar Straw Sticks.—Cut orange peel
into narrow strips with the scissors, and
boil a few moments, when they will have
lost the bitter taste. Wring them as dry
as possible in a napkin. Drop into boil-
ing syrup made from two cups sugar and
quarter of a cup of water. As soon as it
threads remove from the fire and stir, to
coat the orange peel with sugar. Lay each
piece on a platter, when it will soon be
ready to eat.
