In Nature
heat, air, water, and light all abound, all are accessible; and so
with those great truths necessary for salvation. All are so plain,
so easy to be understood, that the wayfaring man, though a fool,
need not err therein. Of.all the books in the world there is none,

perhaps, which is more plain and easy to be understood than the
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
