An ordinance of Louis XIV. igsued
in February, 1670, by which the coinaée
of twelfth and fourth crowns for ¢ the
islands and mainiand of America' was
decreed. This ordinance specifics that
tho obverse shall bo similur to the
French issues of the. same donomina-
tions, while the veverse shall bear the
legend, ““Gloriam regui tvi dicent,” ote.
