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allow them to come near to me, 1 shall
not soon forget my feelings, as I for the
first time, stood in the presence of naked
heathen men and women. Ishuddered
at the sight, and thought it impossible
to live with and love such beiugs. It
is truly painful and bumbling to see
those of your own race, so dead to the
gense of shame, so brutish in their ap~
pearunce and movements, and 8o desti-
tute of everytling noble and exalted.—
How mysterious, that & portion of the
human family should be lett without
galvation, and knowledge ; and allowed
to become so beastly, degraded and vile.
I felt iu my heart, that if Christendom
could but =ce their poor naked, degra-
ded fellow-beings, they would certainly
for the sake of their common humanity,
put forth urited efforts to clothe their
naked and less favored fellow creatures,

June 1st, Suturday.—Levuka Ovalau,
—It is now nearly four weeks since we
landed on these Islands. During the
time that has elapsed since our arrival
I had an cpportunity of seeing the op-
erations aud results of the Wesleyan
Mission among these Islands. Our
friends, at home, have not had =0 full
and frequent ucecunts of the operations
of this society in the South Seas as
they have bad of other societies en-
ﬁzged in the good work on these islands.

{few general statements, respecting
the e ol tue Wosicyan Missiub, in
Polyuess, 1 trust, will therefore be
both interesting and profitable.

Tue Mission Ficld oceupicd in Puly-
nesia, by the Wesleyans, according to
mutual srrangemonts with other sosie-
ties, is the Tongan, or Friendly, aud
Fijiean Islands, ~ The first efforts made
towards the Christianisation of these peo-
¥le, were the Janding of 10 mechanics,
rom the ship “Duff,” Ceptain Wilson,
on the Friendly Islauds, in the year
1797. They et with little success.—
Thres of them were cruelly clubbed, one
apostatised o Taganism, and the vest
throuygh privations, and continued dis~
couragements, were glad to embrace
the opportunity of being removed from
these Islands in 1800, After this,
these Islands appeer to be neglected,
until the arvival of the Rey. Mr. Liwry
in Tonga, in the year 1822. MHe, }.ow-
over, did not remain long, apd the

evangilization of these Isles war not
. efficient]y und permanently comme-ced,
until the arrival of Rev. ﬁr and Mre,
Thiomas and. Mr. and Mrs, Hutcl:‘son
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in 1826. Since this period, the Wes-
leyan Missionaries exclusively lave la-
bared on the Tonga and Fiji Islands.— -
Mr. and Mrs. Thomus still survive, but
they retired from the work last year.—
The first dawn of succesy, heamed on
the mission in the year 1827, since
which time their labors have been
shundantly blessed; until it mayv now
be said the Tonguese are a christian
g;ople. In the Friendly Islands, the

esleyans at the present time have 5
Europesn Missionaries, and 8 urdained
narive assistant Missionaries.  The
have 150 chapels, 147 day schools, 64
day scholars, 144 loeal preachers, 890
cluss leaders, 7,874 full and aceredited
church members, and the total number
of attendants on public worship is 19,
874. The united population of the
Friendly Telands is estimated at about
5§0,000." The Tonguese are represented
as heing an energetic, daring, and in~
tellectual people—bearing a strong re-
semblance to the Samoans.

11 1835 the Wesleyan Sceiety estend-
ed their mission operations from Tonga
to the Fiji Islands. For a long time
their missionaries met with little en-
couragement—Ilabouring amidst many
sure privations, cruel persecutions, fres
quent threats from the Lieathen that they
would be clubbed, and perils on the sea
and on the land. The first missionaries
to these islands were wost fuithful and
indefatigable men, They continued to
persevere in the face of the most dis-
heartening difficulties and opposition.
Many of these have entered into thej»
rest, without seeing any pleasing results
from their labours. But during the
last few years the mission has et with
remarkable, and seldom equalled suc-
cess. So that the present missionaries
say: ‘“Other men have lahoured, and
we have entered into their labours.”’—
Of all the numerous groops of i<lands
in Polynesia, Fiji is the wost cxtensive,
veluable aud populous. The TFijions
are cmphatically & nation of cruel,
awful caunibals. One of the m'ssion-
aries in endeavouring to give nie an
idea of Fijion character, said it Just
accorded with Paul’s deseription of the
heathen in Romans, 1st chapter, and
26th verse, to the end. But a glorions
change has been wrought upon many,
of these degraded people. The en-
tite population of Fiji is about 300,
00D, Of these, 60,000 huve lofuwed—
professed Christianity, There are in
