How long tht Dominion
Governmeat aro preparcd to rcsist suiel a
demand ive leavo tiioso niost intercstcd te
judge. It is safe to say tlîat tlîey will
not long resiat, it, and evon froni tlîe
point of keeping faith Nvith the C. P. R.
coîuîpa'y, tlîey cannot Uc expected, ta long
exteîîd the timte. The mnoîopoiy guaran-
teed ivas ta enable the Company to act
for the benefit of Canada at large. If
lîowever, tlîat comipany allow the vhinis
of a foreigîî adventurer, Nvlîoîn tlîey have
made their dictator, te raise the voice of
a whole province in protest, the Goveri-
mient would Uc pliable iîîdced, tlîat would
cupport tiiez in tlîoir course of foi ly. The
dloser union of the diflèront provinces of
Canada was the principal suni of tlie C. P.
R. undertaking, but next to tlîat came the
developnier.t of tlîis great prairie landu.
Seeiningly the 0. P. R. -ecirai niatnge!r
intends tlîat trade dcv clopiinent blhail ziot
be included ini this work. It romnains to
be sen, if the Dominion Gove-rnîiieiit
lîold ta a siniilar Uclief. Beforo the pres
ont year has hiaîf rolcd oer, Sir Joint1 A.
M1acdonpald and bis colîcagues 'viii have ant
opportunity of suppiying information oit
that point, aud it is well thiat the matter
will bc tlîus brouglit to a test before ant
elertion cornes around. Tlîz action of the
Ottawa Goveruimerît slîoufl furnishi a
guide ta undecided electors at the polling
places, and we hope tlîey vill Uc guideci
by thie saine. We hiave a lingeringUc
lief that tlais action will Uc ini the rigliht
direction, for wve can.aot believe that atty
Goveruniient of Canada cati ho pp-,1 ,-,taiiy
guided by tlîc wlîims of ain importeU
montebaîîk, wvho for four years lias
slîrowdcd bluiîders; in bluster and inca-
pability in insolence and imîpudece, anid
wlîese orratie and incoinprelîensible wvrig-
gling and twisting lias mnade thie cou-
struction of tise 0. PR. a national burdcîî
far heavier thrcu it igh-it have been, if
carried out u'-Aer the supervision of more
sensible nmen, or mon witlî Caniadianl pst-
riotisne reaching beyond the mocre desire ta
make as much moiley as possible out of
the work.

drew attcentionî to tie fact thiat Mainitaba
as a prevince lind nover spei&ý anc dollar
in the direction of securing immnigîsî,ts,
and( ail that liad lieretoforo beeîî donc i.?

this respect Nvas accemiplislîed by tîme
I)otiiiîiion Gover nnîent, the O.P. R., the
Nortlîwest Land Co. sud other Ianded
corporations aIl o! whiclî are iiutercstcd iii
carrying imîmigrants away wvest of tic
boutîdaries of aur prov'ince. Immiiigra-
tion of thiat kind is of very little value te
'%Iinitoba, especislly wlîil wve hiave still
iuillioîîs of acres of our finest ]and.% still
unsettled aud open for settlemeîît. That
sottie effort îîîust Uc miade by ManitoUs for
tue seutlenment of lier own lands is
e% ident, snd tlîe address delivered by Mr.
J. Il. As'iîdown at the last meeting of the
Winînipeg Board of Trade ondlines the
iniaîiier iii %hich that effort cati Uc put
forth, sud points ta the Local Govern-
nienît as the powver whliclî slîould l:csd sucli
s mîoveinic-% The meanesi nad cautan-
Kierous action of a few greedy specuistars
cati frustrate any effort an association of
]and owners may niake. City and town
couticils cati oîîly expend their efforts
withiî tîec liinits thîey preside over, ane
Boards o! Trade sud other such self sup-
portiiig ;iîstitutioîs are poecrless ta, grap-
pie wvith suclu a work. A Goveruîrnent
only can wvield tlîe iiecesssry power ta
carry eut equitably and for the henefit o!
ail 'inder it a systcm of immîigrstion sud
settlenient, and if tlîe Governniemît of Mr.
Nor<îuav will oiy uîidertake sud carry
eut such a werk, it would wipe ont ail
tlîeir blunders of~ thie past few years, and
ffive thfeni a renewed lesse of power, which
wvould bo sigued by the votes of the Plec-
tom~ ail over the prairie. On tlîe otlier
biaud tlîe opposition wvhich wvill adopt such
a policy îîepd net be lolig in opposition te
tie (ieverîmeîît elîst will bc foolish
eueougl ta, oppose if,

lInIfollowing eut sucli a policy a Govern-

nient should aini to socuiro settlers ;w'lo
must live hy the products of the soil ont
whiclî tlîey sottie, aiid if neessary lct the
spoculative ]v:îd graUl>cr knowv tant ).is
uisoccupied ana uîîtilled lands arc requiîrcd
for sudi a purpose. 0f course the cry of
vcstcd riglîts imay be raised and chloed.
But our present collectioni of legislators
wiIl znct bc trouibled with conscieîîtious
ricruples oin that point, and if they are, a
look oýer the It-gislatioiî of last session
slîould quiet their scrupics. Tiiere is nie
lsind of proporty ini the disposait of -,vlic1î
a Ooverninett lias more righit to interfere
than lanîds, anîd if lands nIhlîia%, eal passed
frontî public cotitrol, are nmade a barrier to
settleezit anîd progrcss, it iiglit Uce justi-
fiî'o!e as %% eli as expedient that they slîeuld
again bc put under a sinîiilar control.
Existing riglits to the extent of fair values
could Uc easily looked after i se doin.,
but therc. is iieithier jbsticc îîor reason iii
respectiîîg the grccd or wimsn of specula-
tive cratiks. Luids are granted by the
Crowîî to Uc mîade of ut.le.e to, the public
as well as tlîcir ownter, aîid owaicrship
slîould depcîîd uipon their being mnade 80.

There is anotlier point in whliclî the
disposing of our vacant lands requires
special attent~ion, anid tlîat is ini the selec-
tionl of the class of settlers or purtAîasers.
In nîost othier nîatters wve are cryitig for
capitalists to take a baud, but iii this
work tlîey are net what we iino3t want.
Our speculati% e land owneirs liz~ve waited
long eneugli for the nionied class a bc-
coule purchasers, and Nvlieîî they were
fortunatte eniougli to secure ýuclî. lands
passed înerely front the hauds of ono
spFeulative olîstructionist to another.
Sottie of our land holders are still fasti-
dious iii the< class tlîey wish to, seli to, and
poiler tîe tuait witli a spare thousand
pou-cîs or two and amnbitions to boconie a
laud owner te tlîe poer but industrious
immigrant with the knowledge and wvill
to cultivate the sou. We think wc have
lîad enougli of tlîis patronizing class, and
are now conviîîed tlîat twenty poor but
industrious farîners can do more for a
country than eute wealthy one on wvhen
industry is xîot compulsory. %Ve want
producing faraiers e' on if they are peor
and have ta receivo, financial ait! for a
tinie. Poverty is ne crime in Manitoba,
nor e% en a chironic disease with the indus.
trious, and a Governuient slîeuld nai tW
niake it as a temporary ailment as
light as possible uron the agriculture!
settler.
