I caunot, of course, repeat all that passed in
that time. He asked me if I had much debt.
I could answer him satisfactorily. Ho de-
plored the debte of the Church in America,
and spoke of the Guspel narrative of gitting
down and making the calculation before
commencing the work. T told hig Holi-
ness my way was to consider if the work were
abgolutely necessary for the salvation of souls
who would perish without it. If so, I com-
menced the work, and trusted in the prowi-
dence of our Heavenly Father; but if enly
useful and ornamenta), then I would sit down
and calculate.

He seemed to have but vne
thought : the salvation of souls.

He asked me where I was born, where I
made my studies, how I came to America,
about Ireland, what relation between Canada
and Ireland, etc. I said most of the Catho-
lics of Upper Canada were of Irish descent.
He spoke of our present Governor-General,
and asked many fuestions about him and
about the Princess; I was happy to be able to
praise both, to say that they were impartial,
and that the Princess visited and took an in-
terest in the Catholic convents and charities,
28 well as in the Protestant homes and orpban-
ages, He spoke of the former Gov.-General.
‘I forgot for a moment his name. His Holi-
ness immediately suggested « Lord Dufferin,
a good man, and a great statesman.” 1 pre-
sumed to say to His Holiness that he was &
good appreciator of men, and that Lord
Dufferin was very friendly with me and the
other bishops whilst in Canada.

We took leave of His Holiness after the
usual homnges, and felt quite embalmed
with his piety, kindness aud fatherly mau-
ner, and prepared to start for Lourdes. In
a day or two we shall be on our journey.

Record of the Shamrock Lacrosse Club
