WeieING Tix Sun.—The power we have of
weighing a star is, without doubt, one of the
most surprising results of the advancement of
the sciences, that one indeed unncquainted with
thie pripeiples of geleatisl mechanice must hesi-
tate toacoept, To weigh mstar is a fact more
extraordinary again than to measure the dis-
tance of one ; and certainly neither Copernicus,
nor Galileo, nor Keplar, nor Newton, could
have imsgined that the day would come when
their sucounsors would be able, by the applica-
tion of their immortal discoveries, to determine
the mass of a star moviog in the depths of
celeatinl space. Leb us attempt to give an ides
of the method employed in sequiring & kpow-
ladge of the maguitude snd the masses of stars.
The msss of a star is calculated by the
energy of the action that it throws arouad
it, If the earth wore ten times heavier than
it is, still preserving the mame volume, it
would draw bodies towards its surface ten
times more forcibly than it does uow, and an
object which now falls a given number of feet
in the firat aeconil of time would then diop ten
times that number of {8t in that second. ﬁsin,
if the earth, atill preaerving its volumne, had the
maass of the sun, it would attract bodies with
an energy incressed 324,000 times, and an ob-
ject which now weighn one pound' would then
weigh 324,000 pounds. A man of the mean
weight of 160 pounds would weigh 51,000,000 of
them! We measure the weight of o rtar by
the intensity of the attraction to ita
surface. Reduced to its simple expression,
in its application to the fall of bodies, this
attraction would be hard to verify; but we
can determine 1t by the velocity of a satel-
lite gravitating sround a star whose mase we
wigh to know, For example, the attraction of
the earth has the power of curving the straight
line which would be followed by the mornin
space if this attraction did not exist, and it
bends the line by ita attraction in such a way
that the moon runs round the ircumference of
a circla in. twenty-seven daye geven hours and
forty-threa minutes, If the masa or the enerpy
of the earth should increase, the velocity of the
moon wounld also be augmented ; if the mass

CHEMICAL COMPOSITION OF MAN,

_(Le Practicien.) .

From a chemical po nt of view man ia com-
poa-d of thirteen elements, of which five are
gasees and cight are solids.  If we consider the
che_mlml composition of s man of the average
weight of 154 pounde, we will find that he 1a
coroposed of a Inrge part of oxygen, which is in
o stata of extromo compression. 1n fact, » man
weighing 154 pounds contains ninety-saven
pounds of oxygen, the volume of which, at
ordioary temperature, would exceed 930 cubic
feet. The hydmﬁeu is much less in quantity,
there being lesa than fifteen pounds, but which,
in a free state, would cccupy a volume of 2,800
cubic feet, The three other gases are nitrogen,
nearly four tronnds ;3 chlorine, about twenty-six
ounces, and fluorine, three and one-quarter
ounces, Of the solids, carbon stands at the
head of the metalloids, there being forty-eight
pounds, Next comes phosphorus,. twenty-six
onuces, and sulphur, three and one-quarter
ounces, The moss abundane metal is caleium,
more tkan throe pounds; next potaasium, two
and ons-half ounces; wodium, two and onej
quarter ounces, and, lastly, iron, one and one-
qunrter ounces. It is needless to say that the
various combinations made Ly these thirteen
elements are almost mnumengl .

ArrLe Toasr,~From slices of dry bread cut
round cakes, spread with butter, then cover
with elices of tart ripe apples,Juprinkle with
sugar, cinoamon and bita of butt:r ; serve hot
with cream sweetened and flavored with nut-
meg.

O1aTER TosRT.—Boil one cup of oyster liquor
with half a cup of cream, tablespoonful of
butter, pepper and salt ; pour over some nicely
tonsked hread and seb in the oven five minutes ;
then lay broiled oysters un the slices of toaab
and serye hot.

ToxaTo ToasT.—Run a quart of tomatoes
through the colandar, put in o staw pan, reason
with butter, pepper and ealt ; cut alices of brend,
toast, butter, and lay on a hot dish, and pour
the. tuinntoes on the toast.

SarniNg Toast.—Place with some oil out of
the pox in a covered jar n dozen sardines ; when
wall heated lay on well toasted slices of brend ;
shake cayenne pepper over themaad squeeze s
few drops of lemon juice.over ; ent hot.
GxruaN ToasT.—Cut in thio alicea a loaf of
bread, shake half an'hour in eweet milk, take out
the bread, beat tivo eggs, a small tablespoonful
of butter, a tablespooniul of corn starch in milk,
dip the dlicea of bread in and fry browa;
