the refrigeration plant to facilitate landing the catch immediately at the site 
of the plant. Marine engines, laboratory equipment, machineshop tools and 
fishing equipment were also supplied by Canada for the various experimental 
stages of this project. 

Malaya—In 1960 Canada agreed to assist the Government of Malaya in 
fisheries development on the east coast of Malaya, where storage and market-
ing are main problems of the fishermen. Canada is supplying refrigerated 
storage spaces for two fish carrier boats, together with insulated trucks. 
The major Canadian contribution to this project, however, will be the supply 
of refrigeration and cold storage units, as well as components for the con-
struction of prefabricated buildings to house them. 
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
