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Animals. Cattle, sheep, goats, other ruminants,
swine, horses, asses, mules, zebras, dogs, and
poultry.

Cattle. Animals of the bovine species.
Ruminants. All animals which chew the cud, such

as cattle, buffaloes, sheep, goats, deer,

antelopes, camels, llamas and giraffes.

Accredited areas. Areas in Canada in which the
percentage of cattle infected with tuberculosis is
officially declared by the Canadian Government to
be less than one-half of one percent.

Restricted areas. Areas in Canada that are in the
process of becoming accredited as defined in
paragraph (k) of this section.

Brucellosis certified free herd. A herd in which
all eligible cattle in the herd proved negative to
brucellosis tests under the Canadian requirements
and which is officially certified by the Canadian
Government,

Western provinces of Canada. Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, Alberta and British Columbia.

General Prohibitions; exceptions.

a'
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No animal or product or bird subject to the
provisions of this part shall be brought into the
United States except in accordance with the
regulations in this part and Part 94 of this
subchapter; nor shall any such animal or product
Oor bird be handled or moved after physical entry
into the United States before final release from
quarantine or any other form of governmental
detention except in compliance with such
regulations:
Provided, That, Except as prohibited by Section
306 of the Act of June 17, 1930, as amended
(19 U.S.C. 1306), the Deputy Administrator may
upon request in specific cases permit animals or
products or birds to be brought into or through
the United States under such conditions as he
may prescribe, when he determines in the
specific case that such action will not endanger
the livestock or poultry of the United States.

Inspection of certain aircraft and other means of
conveyance and shipping containers thereon; unloading,
cleaning and disinfection requirements.
