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ARTICLE 9

EFFECT 0F TRANSFER FOR ADMINISTERING STATE

I/ The competent authorit les of the adrninistering State shall continue

the enforcement of the sentence as soon as the sentenced has been taken

into charge.

2. A sentenced person transferred to serve a sentence under this

Agreement may flot be tried or sentenced li the adminlstering State for

the same of fence upon whîch the sentence to be enforced was based.

ARTICLE 10

CONTINUED ENFORCEMENT

I/ Enforcement of a sentence shall be governed by the law of the

asministering State, which alone 18 competent to determine the terme

and conditions of enforcement of the sentence.

2/ Where the sentence imposed by the sentenclng State is not prescribed

li the law of the adminlstering State, the latter shall substitute for

the said sentence that punishment or measure prescribed by its own law

for a similar offence, and shall so inform the sentencing State before

agreelng: to the request for transfer. As toi its nature, the punishment

or measure shall, as far as possible, correspond with that imposed by

the sentence to be enforced. It shall flot aggravate by its nature or

duration the sentence lmposed li the sentencing State, nor exceed the

maximum prescrlbed by the law of the administering State.

ARTICLE h1

PARDON, AMNESTY, COMMUTATION

Each Party may grant pardon, amnesty or commutation of the

sentence in accordance with its lave or other legal rules.

ARTICLE 12

REVIEW 0F JUDGMNT

The sentencing State alone shahl have the right to decide on

any application for review of the judgment.
