Mr. Speaker, there has been no attempt on
the part of the government to consolidate
unemployment insurance offices. The
Unemployment Insurance Commission is a
body set up by parliament itself. In the
interests of efficiency and because of the
change in the work load, certain changes are
being made by the commission which apply
in offices in all parts of Canada.
