(2) A report of any select committee shall contain the
conclusions agreed to by the majority.

: (3) A motion made in any select committee shall not
require a seconder.

(4) A select committee may appoint from among its
members such subcommittees as it may deem desirable which
shall report back to the committee. The rules applicable in the
committee shall apply mutatis mutandis in the subcommittee.

(5) A senator desiring to speak shall address the chair.

Reports 78. (1) A report from a select committee shall be presented
fromselect by the chairman of the committee or by a senator designated by
committees A

the chairman.

(2) A report presented to the Senate shall be received
without debate.

(3) A report which by its own terms is for the informa-
tion only of the Senate shall be laid on the table but may on
motion be placed on the orders of the day for future considera-
tion.

(4) When a committee reports a bill without amend-
ment, such report shall stand adopted without any motion, and
the senator in charge of the bill shall move that it be read a
third time on a future day.

(5) When the report recommends amendments to a bill
or makes proposals which require legislative implementation
by the Senate, a motion to adopt the report shall be in order:
Provided that where the recommended amendments or proposals
which require legislative implementation are substantial, con-
sideration of the report shall be postponed to a future day.

Aichdmants 79. The committee to which a bill has been referred shall

reported  peport the bill to the Senate. When any amendment to the bill
has been recommended by the committee, such amendment shall
be stated in the report.

Amendments 80. On every report of amendments to a bill made .from
explained o o mmittee, the senator presenting the report shall explain to
the Senate the basis for and the effect of each amendment.
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
