no account : we only know, that this extraordinar]^

man met Abraham, when he returned victorious ovei^

the four kings, (who had carried away his kinsman
Lot and all his substance,) and that he gave him his

blessing in the name of the most high God, and ofier-

ed for him brCad and Wind ; and that Abraham gave

him the tythes of the spoils. Melchisedech was a
figure of the Saviour of the world, who was to be

greater than Abraham, though descended from him.
