In another section, the advantages of Fredericton as a point 
of departure for fish and game expeditions will lie dealt with 
somewhat fully. It may be said here, however, that if the 
stay of the tourist sportsman is limited to days instead of 
weeks, or if his ambition is limited to deer, grouse, woodcock 
and snipe, he may obtain plenty of such modest sport in the 
immediate vicinity of the city. A few excellent woodcock 
covers exist on the Hanwell, Little River and Maryland roads. 
l)eer are numerous on the Hanwell, Wiltsey and Maryland 
roads, and arc occasionally seen even within the city limits. 
Ruffed grouse abound wherever there are hurrying brooks, 
alder swales, sunny forest glades and ancient grassy roads. 
Brook trout are usually in good supply in the Cornish, 'lay, 
McBean, Dunbar and Noonan Brooks, and in Bur|iee Mill- 
stream, Bear Brook. Cross Creek and the Nashwaak Narrows. 
Large lake trout are taken in Yoho Lake, about fifteen miles 
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
