| Imbued with the idea that the city
has to keep them during the coming
winter, fifty Austrians refused to go to
work yesterday when offered jobs by
the Civic Employment Bureau. They
are at present living in the rear of No.
2 William street, and it is stated on
good authority that a large number of
‘them are at present getting their meals
at the free soup kitchen on Elizabeth
street. It is also said that they are all
strong and husky specimens of man-
hood and well able to do a hard day's
work.

The job was offered thru the eourt-
esy of the British Employment Agency.
The manager of the agency had a com-
munication from a well-known firm
some days ago for fifty Austrians, Rus-
sians or Poles for a job cutting cord-
wood at York siding. He promptly call-
ed up the Civic Employment Bureau
and asked if they had any men of that
nationality registered. The gentlemen
in charge of the bureau sent a mes-
senger to the headquarters of the Aus-
trians, but the answer was réturned
that the Austrians felt that they did
not have to go to work, as either the
city or the government would be com-
pelled to keep them this winter.

Over 200 Austrians are at present
registered at the office on Adelaide
street, and the officials have tried in
the face of serious opposition to place
some of the men of that nationality in
positions, but apparently their work is
not appreciated.

The messenger who was\ sent to the
Willilam street address jgtates that
about fifty men were seated in a small
room eating soup when he, arrived, and
that they laughed at him when ne
delivered his message. They said it

was too cold to work.
