Reaction Took Place in New
York, But Did Not
Hold.

LOWEST ON RECORD

Bonds and Stocks for Foreign
Accounts Sold \
Liberally.

NEW YORK, Sept. 1. — W
divergent conditions helped to unglftg,ll}.:
today’s market and kept it in a state of
fermdnt during the early session with
general improvement later. Further
debagement of British, French and
Italian gxchanges to the lowest figures
ever officially recorded was counter-
balanced, in the speculative mind, by
the news that Germany had complied
with this country’s protests to the ex-
tent of abandoning her policy of
marine warfare. This added evidence
of Germany’s conciliatory attitude
seemed the mora important factor and
was followed by a sharp rebound of
prices,

In banking circles, however, there
was no disposition to minimize the
effect of the increased demoralization
in international credits. Demand bills
on London fell to 4.50, an over-night
loss of 5%c, and Paris cheques at 6.09
represented a loss of bc, or four cents
under any rate hitherto quoted, while
lires at 6.59 fell 6¢c under all previous
rates. In the afternoon marked im-
provement was noted, sterling actually
recovering in full at one time, while
francs regained 8c to 6.01. Italian ex-
change hardened in sympathy, but the

of the immediate need for remedial
measures.
Increase in Bond Sales.

There was a marked increase of
bond and stock sales for foreign ac-
counts, this factor being logically in
keeping with the international situa-
tion.

BExcept for the first hour, when
prices were tending downward, and in
the final @ dealings, when another
meteoric rise in motors and kindred is-
sues occurred, trading was light and
devoid of actual significance. General
Motors gained 213% to 24034, a new re-
cord; Willys-Overland 8 to 188, Cru-
cible Steel 9% to 84 and Studebaker
4 3-4 to 1131%.

WHEAT HAS SPURT
- ON BR-_IS.K_DEMAND

Shorts Got Uneasy at Chicago
and Jumped on Flour
Pit.

CHICAGY), Sept. 1.—Wheat closed
day, on-a -buying :spurt:from shorts
who were uneasy at the fact that for
the first time in the history of the ex-
change there was no delivery of wheat
on Sept. 1. The September option
closed at 96%c, anl December at
93 3-8c to 93%¢c. Corn closed unchang-
ed toanet loss of 13cafter a slump
from opening weakness had been wip-
ed out. Oats closed ¥%c lower to 1-8¢
up, and, provisions finished weak at
net losses of 7c to 30c.

Wheat: The opening was nervous,
varying from 3%c higher to 13c lower.
September soon took the lead on hasty
covering by shorts, but offerings were
so generous that the market soon re-
acted. - A heavily oversold condition
then developed and strong houses with
seaboari connections came into the
gituation as buyers. “The result was
an immediate upturn, which lasted
with steadily increasing gains till the
end of the session.

Scare Among Shorts.

‘When the session advanced and no
grain had been delivered in settlement
of September contract, a scare spread
among the shorts that produced a few
minutes of excited buying of the Sep-
tember option, and this month occu-
piel most of the attention of the wheat
pit till the close. Another feature that
helped the uplift was an improved ex-
port demand, both for domestic and
Canadian wheat.

Corn was under liquidation at the
start and followed wheat in a down-
ward course for a time. September,
the most active option, closed un-
changed, but the deferred months suf-
fered a loss of as much as 1¢ to 1%ec.

Oats Firm in Tone.

Oats had a firm tone most .of the
day. Effect of the weakening of corn
when it was at its lowest was prevent-
ed by heavy buying of oats on the
part of leading cash interests.

Heavy liquidation. on September
contracts weakened provisions thru-
out the list. The close was near the
low point with pork off 20c to 30c,
lard 7%c to 22%ec, and Tribs 15¢c to
17%ec.
