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AS the tale is told by Plato, in the
trnth book of his Republic, one
Er the son of Arminius, a Pam-

phylian, was slain in battle ; nd ten days
afterwards, when they colleflcd the bodies
for burial, his body alone showed no taint
of corruption. His relatives, however, b :
it off to the funeral pile ; and on the twelitn
day, lying there, he returned to lif^and told
them what he had seen in the other world.
Many wonders he related concerning the
dead, for example, with their rewards and
punishments : but most wonderful of all was
the great Spindle of Necessity which he saw
reaching up into heaven with the planets
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
