Chicago, March 22.—Action of the 
United States Senate In favor of a high­
er guaranteed price for the 1918 wheat 
crop had a bullish effect today on the 
value of coarse grain. Chiefly as a re­
sult, com finished steady at 54c to 44c 
net advance, with March $1.2754 and May 
$1.2654. Oats gained %c to 54c. In
visions, the outcome varied from __
changed figures to a decline of 2254c.

It was evident from the outset that the 
corn market had been decidedly stimu­
lated by passage of the Gore resolution 
to lift the wheat guarantee to $2.50 from 
$2.20. Traders were not slow to act on 
the theory that if wheat was worth 30c 
a bushel morè, other cereals should com­
mand a notable increase. Aside from 
legislative chances, moreover, it was 
pointed out that the movement of the 
corn crop- had seriously diminished, and 
that primary receipts today were nearly 
900,000 bushels less than on the cor­
responding day last week, whereas North 
American clearances for the week had 
more than doubled.

Oats, as well as corn, responded 
promptly to the senate action concerning 
wheat. In the late dealings, however, 
something of a reaction took place, owing 
to gossip that export interests had 
ceased bidding.

Lower quotations on hogs weakened 
provisions.

The demand from local and country buy­
ers was quiet, and the volume of busi­
ness small. Car lots of No. 3 C.W. and 
extra No. 1 feed were quoted at $1 0854 
per bushel.

The market for spring wheat flour was 
without any new feature, and the quota­
tions were $11,10 per barrel for shipment 
to country points, f.o.b. cars, Montreal, 
and $11.20 per barrel to city bakers, de­
livered.

The local maAet for eggs was steady 
and prices unchanged. The demand was 
good for small lots, and a fairly active 
trade was done at 48c per dozen. Re­
ceipts were 1552 cases, as compared with 
2060 last agriday.

Butter 'receipts today were 398 pack­
ages, against 120 last Friday, 
were no developments in the market. The 
demand is steady and a fair trade con­
tinues.

The trade In oleomargarine continues 
fairly active in a wholesale Jobbing way, 
and prices are unchanged at 326 to 34c per 
pound, as to quality.
