I
do so as one having no pecuniary in-|
terest in the concern, and as quite ready |
to criticize or caution if either be ne- |
cessary., While on a good many tech-|
nica] points™l cannot pretend to detail-|
ed knowledge, yet if I can demonstrate |
some of the more important general|
principles it will clear the way for ac-|
guiring more particular information |
hereafter. |

(1) 'The company is undoubtedly wise {
not to attempt present rivairy with toe |
1wo great West Indian frait companies,
viz., the United Fruit Company of New
York and Boston and the Elder-Demp-
ster Company of England. If it suc
ceeds it will probably proceed to have
its own line ot ships and its own sellers
in Canada, But at present i, is un-
doubtedly on the safe side to content
itself with production.

It is also wise in the choice of dis-
tricts for the plantations. The north-
west end of Jamaica has some of the
richest soils on the island, and some of
the best cultivation in other lines of|
agriculture.

But on
talking it over with some Jamaica
young men now -in Toronto, but for-
merly connected with the fruit indus-
try, 1 realized that it was pot so. 1
remembered being told by several in!
Jamaica that it often, if not indeed al-|
ways, happens that a banang grower|
has paid the whole purchase money for
his property out of the proceeds of his,
first year, and one of the young men|
said that a property on which he work- |
ed paid off a mortgage of £1000 ($5000)
after one year, and the proprietor said
that a grower could afford to have a
“blow” (hurricane) once in every five
years and yet prosper. It was indeed!
these large returns which helped to do!
#0 much damage through the last hur-
ricane, for the growers, instead of lay-|
ing up a reserve, kept on acquiring
more lands and living on their yearly
income, The reasons for the present
profitable growth of bananas in Ja-
maica are briefly, fertile soil, congenial
circumstances, the manner of its repro-
duction by “ratooning” or suckers, or
by cutting the stem down nearly to the
roots ,the comparative small amount
of culture required, and the cheapness
C The average pay of a laborer
in the country is $2 a week, and high
pay is $3. The contrast with Canada
is obvious, or even with Cuba, where
$6 is said te be a minimum, and $9 or
$10 the average,

As to cocoa, I have not so much per-
sonal experience, but I know that its
cultivation has ‘“made” Trinidad, and
keeps it a flourishing island, and that
| first-class cocoa is grown in Jamaica
and used by Rowntreesg of England and
Cowans of Toronto, It is very cheap
to grow, as it is usually planted along
with bananas, and the atténtion requi-
site for the latter suffices for the form-
| . When the cocoa is fully grown it
| is a very steady and valuable producer, |
while the banana can easily find 4 site;
elsewhere. It should be added that
cocoa can only grow in certain loca-
tions and under certain conditions, and

does not admit of unlimited ¢ompeti-

tion. Reference to a paragraph in the
company's prospectus shows further the
enormous increase in the consumption’
| of cocoa in the last five years, in Great
| Britain 45 per cent,, in Canada 88 per
‘cen:., and in the United States 113 per|
cent,
