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Rev.GeorgeJackson of Edinbdrgh,
~ Makes a Deep Impression
on His-Congregation.

A new and very considerable force
has been added to the religious agenc-
fes of Toronto in ‘the adVent of Rev-
George Jackson. Sherbourne-street
Methodist -Church was yesterday the
scene of his first labors as the pastor
of that congregation, and the crowds
that attended both services are like-

ly to be increased-rather than dlinin-
ished as the fame of the preacher and
his message is spreaa.

Simpli¢ity is the note of the new
geheration of gospellers, and in this
respect Mr, Jackson will appeal
strongly to all who abhor pretence
and affectatior,

“There is no humbug about him.,"
was the hearty endorsement of many
last night. In speech, in sgesture, in
method of thought ang in urging his
message there is the same intense di-
rectness, stripped of florid ornament,
but lovely in the living grace of pow-
er and activity, 'There is nothing
of the coldness -of marble, bit all' of
the Dbeauty of sculpture transfigure j
Into life in his splendid naturalness.

Mr. Jackson has not many advant-
ages of presence, or-at least not many
prepossessing advantages, Among the
architects and engineers of this coun-
try you will find many of just ‘his
physical type. He is of good heigh!,
and a kindly, not uncomely counten-
annce, with the student’s glasses
hooked behind his ears. A voice neith-
er strong nor harsh obediently pliant
to the. speaker’s will conveys his
thought with more earnestness than
one realizes until the cumulative ef-
fect of entreaty and argument, plead-
Ing and warning, reaches Its ‘climax

The intense realization of the presence
and power of Jesus'as a direct and ac-
tval influence is basic in Mr. Jackson’s
thought.
