Editor World : In one of your editorials
the other day you make it appear as If
the corporation of East Toronto were re-
sponsible for ‘‘blocking progress in the
nrast lind,” bevause it will not allow tne
Toronto Rallway Company to extend its
King-street line through to Munro and Vic-
toria Parks, across a small strip of Bast
Toronto territory. I wish to take. excep-
tlon to that view. Those who- are fa-
miliar with the attempts made by the com-
pany to force its way across the strip on
Queen-street: know at the company has
played a most offensive and repreh‘enslble
part in its dealings with the East Toronto
Council.” Not only was it reported as hav-
ing attempted the devices of corruption,
but on one occasion, as is weil known, it
had the unexampled Impertinence to begin
laying track across the strip without giv-
ing notice to, or getting leave from, the
Eest Toronto Council. = Fortunately, one
of the councillors was as aggressive as
the company, and proceeded down to Queen
street with a crowbar, where he ripped up
the track and brought the company to Its
senses. This is the kind of company- you
are asking the people of East Toronto to
surrender to, and whese propositiéon you
think should be regarded by the councillors
as ‘‘a good thing.” The council received
an offer of reduced fare once before, not
nearly so good a oné as the last, and was
similarly advised to acceptr It, as it was
an exceptionally thing.

As to the question of fares, It would he
a hard matter to_give a valld reason why
the citizens of East Toroate should pay
two fares to reach the city. The distance
from there to the heart of Toronto is no
greater thanp it is from Victoria Park. To
cite other suburban places is nothing to
the point. Fast Torouto has not made
large demands. It doesn't ask for a cheap-
er rate to the city thun obtains in the

fe,

When it is also considered that the com-
pany puts its worst cars on the King-
street line for a great &:art of the. year,
cars through which the dust rises in ‘veri-
table clouds, and °which have to_be en-
dured for the entire journey, it looks meie
than ever as if Kast'Toronto ought not to
feel too mueh eoppressed with gratitude
to the company.
