Rev, Dr. Warden presented the report of
the Committee on Sabbath School Publica-
tfons., It showed that all these publica-
tions, including The Teacher’s Monthly,
Home Study Quarterly, Primary Quarterly,
Home Study Leaflet and Primary Leaflet
were now on a self-sustaining basis. On
Aug. 1 last year the committee had secured
the services of Rev. R. Douglas Fraser,
M.A., of Bowmanville as editor, and since
he had;taken charge the business of these
publics#tions had grown remarkably. The
circulation was now 93,060, an Increase of
18,000 from last year. The present com-
mittee'S revenue began with the orders for
1809, and, as the appointment of editor
dated from Aug. 1, 1898, it was necessary
that that seventeen months’ outlay should
be met by twelve imcaths’ Income. Not
only had this been done, but there was a
good balance on the right side of the
ledger, and the committee now proposes to
fssue next year a weekly illustrated Sun-
day. school paper for primary classes. In
presenting the report Rev. Dr. Warden
sald many nice things of the executive
ability of the new editor,
