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WHAT HAVE BANKS 10 SAY?

Increasing Rates on Call Loans in
Canada Now the Topic Among
the Brokers and Dealers.

THE LIMIT OF LOANS OUTSIDE

Will Be One of the Proposed Amend-
ments to the Banking Act
When It Comes Up,

‘Montreal, May 10.—(Speclal)—The 10
creasing of the bank rates on call loans
to-day has paturally caused more or less
comment on the street, and a good many of
the leading brokers and members of the
Stock Exchange are striving to solve the
problem of cheap money in New York and
dear money in -Montreal, for here the
banks have increased the rate to 6 per
cent. There are, like In every other, two
sides to the question, and each has its
ardent champion. The banks claim that
their idea is to check excessive .specula-
tion, and, consequently, protect the public
against what they allege to be a dangerous
desire to tempt fortune in the Stock Kx-
change.
Banks Have Succeeded.

If this is the banks’ object, they have
succeeded admirably, for with money at
6 or 7 per cent. the busimess on the Kx-
change to-day was reduced to very small
proportions, On the other hand, the street
say the banks are treating them very,
harshly, especlally when it is well knowin
that the institutions here which have made
call loans have never found their custom-

lers in default, for whenever the call 18

the money is forthcoming.
Bank of Montreal Rule.
.In-the first place, the Bank of Montreal
has a rule which has never permitted that
great bank to place money here in call,
and this rule has invariably Deen adhered
to with the greatest vigor possible. In
this connection, it may be interesting to
chronicle the fact that a movement is on
foot to have an’ important clause inserted
in the banking act, when it comes up for
amendment, i
What Are the Details ¢

The details of the proposed change can-
not be fully learned, but It s understood
that the movement comes from those who
say the banks should give a little more
accomodation to the street, especially
when they have so much money invested
in United States and other foreign secm-
rities. The idea is to ask for a clause
permitting the banks to loan outside of
Canada only a certaln percentage of their
deposits. The question s a very Inter-
esting one, and will, no doubt, provoke
a lively discussion,
