Then
the son took the ax and hit his father
as many as 20 times on the head,then
pushed his body thru the window to
the ground, and made it appear that
he had fallen and killed himself,
Theory of the Defence.

The main feature of the defence was
that the skull of the dead man was
not broken enough to have been
struck as described by Herbert. There-
fore, the alleged accomplice was not
telling the truth. Following the idea
of wrong in one, wrong in all, the
defence contended that if it was es-
tablished that the head was not in
the condition which it would have
been had it been hit as frequently as
the witness Herbert confessed, the
whole of his testimony must be dis-
regarded. This was evidently the view
the jury took of it. Just what motive
inspired the hired man Herbert to
eonfess such an awful crime is difficult
to determine.

Sifton’s Counsel Pleased.

E. F. B. Johnston made a powerful
defence. His cross-examination was
something flerce. Discussing the case,
Mr. Johnston observed: ‘“I am much
gratified. I cannot say that I expected
anything more than a disagreement. It
was a very hard fought case. R. C.
Clute, K.C., made a strong presentation
of the case fer the Crown. The in-
structions of the court were very fair.
I don’t believe the case was quite as
strong for the Crown as in the first
trial. For all that, the issues we had
to meet were strong enough. Of course,
the weakness of the Crown was the
source from which they had to secure
their evidence. No jury likes to accept
the evidence of an informer, such as
Herbert. Then, too, his evidence was
not consistent. His description of the
character of the blows was clumsy, to
say the least. No case, without doubt,
could be made out against the prison-
er. I do not regard tiis as the greatest
criminal case in the history of the prov-
ince, tho it was quite a complicated
cage. I believe, if Gerald Sifton had
spent a couple of thousand dollars to
ibegin with there never would have been
& prosecution. There was a systematic
hold-up all the way thru. The Mordens

‘Vvere undoubtedly in the hold-up with|yrr

the bogus will. This instrument, which
canveyed all the property of Joseph Sif-
ton to Mary Macfarlane, tho making
Edward Morden the executor, was
clearly a forgery, and was so declared.
When two of the Mordens disappeared,
and the will was proven a forgery, this
eliminated their perjured evidence from
the case. Then it was easier sailing for
the defence, but after all it was a very
hard fought legal battle.”
Case Well Worked Up,

John Murray, chief of the Criminal
Investigation Department of the prov-
ince, worked up the case. As an evi-
dence of the enormous work done by
him, it may be mentioned.that the evi-
dence which he prepared and reviewed
made a volume twice as large as the
Bible, and contained more than 50,000
words. It continued over two years and
brought to the witness stand more than
100 people. Discussing the case with a
World man, Mr. Murray said: “It mere-
ly illustrates that you can never tell
what a jury will do. I considered the
clue, perfectly clear. If a murder was
committed, who could have done it but
Sifton or Herbert? What motive could
Herbert have had in killing the old
man? The son was the only one to reap
any benefit from it. The weakness of
the Crown’s case was in the evidence
of an accomplice. A jury does not like
to receive such evidence. I did not
want it. .The case was stronger with-
out it. I had not been working on the
case 24 hours when I discovered that a
crime had been committed. I secured
such evidence that there could be little
doubt of it. I was afraid of the Mord-
ens from the first. The will business
did not suit me, it savored too much ot
a hold-up. It looked like the Mordens
were trying to get money out of Sifton.
Put the primary facts were indisput-
able touching the crime. I took Ger-
ald Sifton carefully over the case, and
his evidence was taken down by a
stenographer for me. That is the rea-
son he was never placed on the stand.
He could have too easily have contra-
dicted himself. A disagmeement in this
case would have been practieally equal
to an acquittal, as he would probably
never have been tried again. Had
been called in to the case earlier I would
have had the head of the victim taken
off and the skull produced in court. This
would have illustrated- clearly the force
of the blows. The case looked very
strong to me. What motive could
Walter Herbert, a hired man, employed
by Gerald Sifton, have had im admit-
ting that he helped kill the old man if
no crime had been done? I heard
shortly after T went to work on the
case that one of the men would confess.
I declared that I did not want a con-
fcssion, that T wanted to try both men
together. Of course, when the man
pleaded guilty I could not prevent him
being wsed as a Crown witness. The
case was stronger without his evidence.
The evidence of James and Martin
Morden not being givenn direct, this
time was a weakness at' this trial. T.ast
July, when I was in the States, I heard
these men were at Davenport, Ia.
went there and found them working at
their trade as carpenters. I could not
get them to return to Canada to testify.
I offered them the same pay they would
earn there and transportation if they
would come back, but they refused.
What motive inspired them to act in
this manner, I leave the public to judge.
The case was well prepared, but ‘the
evidence was of such a character that a
doubt was raised. This caused the dis-
charge of the prisoher.
