At Calgary, on a part of the
open prairie where eight years ago le
played golf, there is now a fine resi-
dential district, closely packed with
beautiful homes. All the chief cities
have grown marvelously, and on the
great stretch of prairie along the C. P.
R., where there were no signs then of
habitation, arec now -grewing villages
and towns, farm-houses and stacks cf
hay, horses and cattle, waving whear,
and oats.

The Crops.

The crops in parts of Southern
Manitoba, he says, are spare, in some
places very poor, chiefly on account of
extended drought after seeding. The
first rains of note occurred on his ar-
rival, about three weeks agn, too late
to save the situation. North and west

A Great Year.

This is a quiet year, comparaively, is
the west, the crops being so late that their
safe harvesting is unceitain, ard the real
estate boom of the cities having reached
a head.

The real estate boom of the cities has
ended, and while holders are steadily buy-
ing to maintain prices at high wat:r mark,
there is bound to be a serious fall. Mr.
Walwin was tcld that in Winnipeg there
had been enough lots sold for a city of
two million people. Probably that is an
over-statement, he thinks, yet in all the
chief cities property will not further ad-
vance in price for at least five years. Re-
gina is bound to be a beautiful city, with
its splendid public buildings and the mag-
nificent streets it is laying out and con-
structing in permanent form. Edmonton,
with Strathcona on tbhe opposite bank of
the swift and mighty Saskatchewan, is the
picturesque city of the west, grandly
placed on the north bank of the river, on
a high plateau, and commercially the gate-
way to the great country to the north
and west, ircluding the Peaoe River ooun-
try.

Superb structures are being erected
here—banking, mercantile, educational, re-
ligious, private and provincial. Edmonton
has been well chosen as the seat of gov-
ernment, and Strathcona as the
the provincial univers:ity.

All Labor Honorable.

In the light of his teachings all labor
is honorable. Laboring men were at
one time looked down upon by their
employes. That day has passed, and
now the danger was the other way.
The workingmen are liable to look
down upofl all others. The labor jour-
nals are calling the rich parasites, non-
producers, and other names, not com-
plimentary. There should be mutual
respect. A man who has built up a
large industry by patience and hard
work is worthy of respect. He is a
producer. A man that rescues another
from a life of vice, and makes him an
honest and worthy citizen has pro-
duced something. The man who saves
a man from suicide or a woman from
& life of shame is a producer and is
worthy of respect.

At present there was not s6 much
eantagonism in Canada between capital
and labor as in the United States, but
as most all the labor organizations
have their headquarters in the States
there was always danger of imbibing
that viewpoint, and he warned labor
against that. The workingmen were
the largest contributors to churchwork
and they would always find the clergy
sympathetic and helpful to them.

The Church and Labor.

There were two things that the
€hurch and labor organizations
should work for—to preserve the sanc-
tity of the Sabbath and the promotion
of temperance. The liquor traffic was
a great foe to the workingman and
always has been. The open Sabbath

“Labor men should not condont
wrongdoing because it was done by
men on their side,” declared Dr. Ross.

The same
Journal defended the Western Federa-
tion of Miners, an organization com-
posed of, as far as he could judge, of
thugs. The acquittal of Haywood is
acclaimed with much rejoicing,although
no person can believe that he was en-
tirely guiltless. The state was merely
unfortunate in {ts witnesses. Such
things as these bring discredit upon
labor, and defames it.

Eight Principles.

Eight principles were laid down by
Dr. Ross upon which the church ought
to insist. The church should by no
means take sides with either capit-
al or labor, but preserve its neutrality,
& mediator between the two factions.
The principles were:

1.—Every man has the right to work
for whom and for what wages he
wishes. He ought not to be compelled to
join a labor organization unless he
sees that it is to his advantage to
do so.

2—Every employer of labor should
be free to choose whatever laborer
he wishes. There should be open
ghops.

8.—Compulsory arbitration should
obtain. This principle 1is the right
principle, especially where the inter-
ests of the community are at stake.
Capital is capitalized, so should labor
unions. The latter should not avoid
their fair share of -responsibility by
avolding incorporation.

For a year or more he had not
resided at the hotel, but had lived at
172 Kent street, with his daughter,
Mrs. Darcy, leaving the management
of the hotel to his son, Mr. Michael
O’Meara.

Mr. O'Meara was a member of the
Catholic Mutual Benefit Association,
and also of the Catholic Order of
Foresters. His wife died in 1880,
but he is survived by one son, Mich-
ael, and two daughters, Mrs. Darcy
and Mrs. E.'J. Ryan, of this city, A
brother, Mr. Patrick O’Meara, lives
in Chicago as does also a sister,Mrs.
ogan. Another sister is in a con-
vent in St. Louis.

The funeral will be held on Tuesday
morning to St. Peter’s Cathedral, and
thence to the Catholic cemetery.

Humorists, amusing as one finds
them, are mostly ignorant buffoons like
Nye and Josh Billings. The men who
