But as the people 
of the United States have manifestly 
become enamored of the Imperial idea, 
and want the Star-Spangled Banner to 
wave alone over the Philippines, their 
own Government dare not say them 
nay, and no other Government will.

Fortunately the action of the United 
States is in line with British desire. 
Possession of the Philippines gives the 
republic a more vital Interest, a larger 
stake, a greater influence, in the east­
ern question. The Americans, having 
no territorial designs on China, natur­
ally want the open door. They are 
thus thrown in with Great Britain. 
With a naval base at China’s door, they 
will be powerful allies should it ever 
become necessary to batter down that 
door. American rule will also improve 
the commercial conditions and possi­
bilities of the islands, if they are spared 
the infliction of the American tariff.
