Op-
posite the champlons sat a gloomy sllent
man, like the croupier of a Centinental
gaming table. He was the automaton
whose duty it was to make the moves ca-
bled from the United States. The rapidity
with which these were sent was the sub-
ject of general remark: and Mr., Plunkett
said tpat his game went along as rapidly
and emxily as if he had his opponent In front
of him instead of on the other side of the
Atlantie.
