RIGHTS AND FREEDOMS OF SOVIET CITIZENS—REQUEST
QUESTION BE RAISED AT INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE—
MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Speaker: Earlier today under the provisions of Standing
Order 43 the hon. member for York Centre (Mr. Kaplan),
with the support of the hon. member for Grenville-Carleton
(Mr. Baker), received the consent of the House to present a
motion, and in due course the motion was passed.

The motion made reference to a brief preamble put by the
hon. member for York Centre. Upon re-examination it
appeared that the motion was worded in such a way as to be
self-sufficient in its own terms, and in fact it was not. As a
result, the Table officers have suggested an editorial change
which I understand meets the approval of the mover and
seconder of the motion. The motion now reads as follows:

That this House asks that parliament’s concern respecting the treatment of
Anatoly Shcharansky and other Soviet citizens who have attempted to exercise
their rights and freedoms as embodied in the Final Act of the Conference on
Security and Co-operation in Europe and agreed to by participating states at
Helsinki, be raised at the earliest opportunity at the Belgrade meeting of the
CSCE now under way.

Is it agreed?
