LIQUOR BUSINESS OR
SCOTT ACT IN CHATHAM?

Chatham World—During the last three
or four years in Chatham liquor dealers
have been fined at regular intervals only,
unless when extra fines were imposed
for violating the police regulations re-
specting closing at certain hours and
on Sundays and election days, and the
dealers naturally expected a reasonable
notice of any change in this system. But
now they have been closed at a minute’s
notice, in consequence of a lightning-
like change of mind and method on the
part of the civic rulers, and the ques-
tion with them is, “What can we do with
our stock?”

They probably have from 8100 to
$1,000 worth of strong waters on hand,
each, and must realise on it or suffer
serious financial loss. They have good
cause for complaining of the sudden
change of policy on the part of those
to whom the police look for orders.
What can they do with the stock on
hand? It may cost them' more in'fines
to try to sell it than it’s worth. The
saloon-keepers also think that the levy-
ing on them for $58 each this week,
when they aré selling nothing but soft
drin! is very sharp practice. = They
