Stockholm, Nov, 28—According to the

Reducing Russia’s Armies.

(Petrograd, Nov. 22—A reduction of
the Rusisan armies, beginning with the
class conscripted in 1898, has been pro-
claimed by the Bolsheviki leader, M.
Lenine, an official announcement today
states. The order is to take effect im-
mediately.

Petrograd, Nov. 22—The Bolsheviki
have issued a decree providing for the
requisitioning, from the wealthier classes,
of warm apparel for the army. Ten-
ants of residences, the rental of which
is 2,400 rubles or more yearly, are re-
quired to furnish one blanket and one
article of clothing in good condition.

Butter Also High,

A steady” accumulation of butter is
commented n by W. F. 0’Connor, act-
ing’ commissineo
ing commissioner on the cost of living,
in his monthly report on food commo-
dities, covering the amount of food held
in cold ‘storage on November 1. October
figures as to butter in storage showed
a twenty-four per cent  increase and
November figures showed a thirty-four
per cent increase, as compared with a
year ago. The commissioner finds “it
difficult to appreciate either the reason
or necessity for this.” He points out
that butter is not a seasonable com-
modity, and the realizable export de-
mand is not abnormal. In his opinion
the ruling price of butter is unnaturally
high, and is held up, to some extent at
Jeast, by means of unjustifiable accumu-
lation.

The price of 'butter,” says the com-
missioner, “should decline. The condi-
tions do not justify the present price
and under the terms of the order-in-
council of November 10, 1916, offers of
reasonable prices therefore to those hold-
ing undue quantities cannot be wefused
without risk of offence against the terms
of that order-in-council.”

As to eggs, the commissioner says:

“There is notoriously an absence of
opportunity to. ship which has resulted
in a failing off of demand. Perishable
stocks are being held notwithstanding.
It would seem that plain business pru-
dence would dictate the placing of these
egg stocks in the Canadian market at
once, otherwise there is likely to be a
serious loss of valuable food.”

AMERICAN TRANSPORTS
N EXCITING TIME
IN THE WAR ZONE

A French Port, Nov. 28—The latest
American transports to reach here had
an exciting trip through the submarine
sone. During the first night in the zone
two transports collided. One was
slightly damaged while the other had a
small hole torn in her bow and a few
projecting guns damaged.
