Ottawa, Aug. 18—That a large pro­
portion of British soldiers were mar­
ried men has been one of the strongest 
arguments in Great Britain for con­
scription. It was pointed out today on 
investigation of separation ^allowance 
figures in the. Militia Department pay 
sheets, however, that such is not the 
Case in Canada. The percentage of 
married men in the Canadian forces to­
day is 20 per cent, or one-fifth of the 
whole total.

Canada is paying out to her soldiers 
in the Dominion, in England in at the 
front $125,000 per day or about $45,- 
OO&OOO per year, and this sum, of 
course, is rapidly increasing. Twenty- 
five thousand checks for separation al­
lowance are being issued per month, a 
total of $15,000,000 per year being paid 
to the wives and families of married 
soldiers and about $12,000,00» of assign­
ed money is being paid over. This has 
necessitated a very large increase in the 
staff of the Militia Department and day 
and night work on their part. Soldiers 
in many cases neglect to ask for separ­
ation allowance or assign their pay and 
this leads to delays which have made 
the paymaster-general’s branch the most 
abused division in the whole civil ser­
vice. In several cases, too, soldiers have 
asisgned their pay to sisters or others 
than their wives and complaints have 
immediately followed.

DEATH OF INFANT 
Friends of Mr. and Mrs. John Mono-

Fort Fairfield, Me, Aug. 12—John 
Henderson of this town has Just re­
ceived a very interesting letter from his- 
brother, Jim Henderson, now in the 
British army, Flanders, France. Mr. 
Henderson is well known to many Maine 
people and his letter will be of interest. 
It wig dated July 9, and reads as fol­
lows :—

Dear Jobu-e-I have nothing to grumble 
about, only the flies here are terrible. 
They are a terrible plague, and as the 
hot weather is right on us now, we 
have to be very careful, or else disease 
would get the upper hand of us, so we 
are taking as much precaution as pos­
sible. Of course, the cause of it is the 
dead bodies, lying about, that have 
never been properly * buried. We ’bury 
all our own, bdt the Germans are not so 
strict about theirs, and even when they 
do bury them, some of them they don’t 
bury properly.

Of course you read of the great bat­
tle of Neuve Chapelle. Well, -I was in 
it, and that place is in our possession 
now, in fact, that is the area where my 
battery is at present hammering away 
in co-operation with the French army 
and no doubt in time we will bring 
them to their knees.
Have Stood Shock.

Of course the French were not pre­
pared for war when it broke out, and 
what was our paltry little army of 
about 200,000 to the German army of 
about 5,000,000 trained men; but there, 
we have stood the shock, and no doubt 
our casualties have been very heavy, but 
I can assure you we have got them by 
the whiskers now and they know "it, 
for every day we are getting stronger 
and they are getting weaker, and if we 
could only finish the Dardanelles we 
would soon put the close hitch on the 
whole affair here, but I tell you this is 
a big war.

In fact the biggest affair that ever 
was, and the like will never happen 
again, and what’s more, they use the 
most cruel methods to try to win but 
all to no purpose as the British army js 
composed of different stuff from what 
they thought it was and well they know 
it. Really, when the war started our 
men ail looked so young fluid boyish, 
but today tells a different story. You 
look at the British army today and you 
see an army of old and determined war­
riors, young in years but old in experi­
ence and in every face you see the look 
of determination which seems to say: 
“We will see it through to the bitter 
end.”

What with their gas, their burning 
liquid, their huge 17-inch guns which 
màke holes sixty feet long and thirty 
feet deep. After they have finished they 
find the British army still there ready 
to bombard, and- their infantry ready to 
attack and when they have said the last 
word we will still have the boys ready 
for any emergency. That is where the 
volunteers tell against the conscript 
Thank God, although we are fighting 
and suffering and losing our nearest and 
dearest, it is of our own free will and 
we have the satisfaction of knowing 
that for every one of our lads who goes 
under, they (the Germans) lose about 
four of theirs.

Intelligence of the death of Paul Rou- 

ston, of Lyons, France, .reached Fred­
ericton yesterday. The news was con­
veyed in a letter from Mr. Houston’s 
sister, Madame Binachon, Paris. The 
young man died a hero’s death while 
fighting with the French army in the 
Vosges. Mr. Houston came to New 
Brunswick about a year ago and pur­
chased a farm at Second's Siding. The 
transaction was closed on August 1, 
1914, and two or three days later he 
left for France to join the colors. Some 
days after his departure, came notifi­
cation to Mr. Houston, ordering him to 
report for active service. By that time 
the young Frenchman had reached Eng­
land. On September 9th, a little over 
a month after his departure and on the 
first day at the front, hr* was killed 
while defending his native land.

To those who knew Mr. Houston, the 
confirmation of what had long been an­
ticipated, came as a great shock, tie 
was a young man of fine character, al­
ways cheerful, and a splendid compan* 
ion. That he was a patriot and a brave 
man his action in hurrying to his coun­
try’s aid establishes. He will be a dis­
tinct logs to the community in which 
Jie had decided to make his home, and 
the heart-felt sympathy of his New 
Brunswick friends is extended to his 
bereaved sister. Mr. Houston set an 
example to young men of Canada who 
are being presently called by their King 
and their Country.

ing we are dealing out death for all we 
are worth and receiving the same, of 
course, as we don’t expect to get it all 
our own way.
