s R THE REV. R.-P. McKIM. :
St. Luke's church ‘is one of the land-marks of the North End. Standing in a
commanding position it compels the attention of every passerby, and its lofty spire
is seen from afar. Though its clock does not always keep exact time, it has a
friendly aspect and adds to the attracliveness of the great building. This is the
meeting place of one of the largest congregations in St. John, and the headquarters
of an earnest Christian propaganda. i
St. Luke’s is essentially low church, and is characterised by all the evangelieal
zeal of that branch of the Anglican com-munion. It holds - prayer-meetings apd
special services. At the time.of the recent evangelistic campaign, it ran a serics
of meetings on its own account, with the Bishop of Frederieton as;missioner. This
testified at once to its appreciation of such special effort, i?'spiriﬁuul fervour, and
its distinctive .character as part of the great body to \\'h“)t‘;‘l it belongs. Its rec-
tor, the Rev. R. P. McKim, is an ideal leader of such a people. He is a true
Evangelical, with a belief in the soul's personal relation to God. and therefore in
the need for individual dealing with men. He is all alert in his efforts for the good
of his fellows, and his active ficure is often seen on the streets of his parish. He
is a man in middle life, short of stature, with ruddy. beardless face. If he is not to
be described as one of the most eloquentof our preachérs, he is decidedly onve of
the most useful. His aim, like St. Paul’s, is by all means to save some. With such
Such is Mr.
McKim. He speaks to the point, and presents .a clear and compulsive Gospel. His
voice is pleasant, and has a ring of heartiness in'its tones. He uses eonsul_era.\ble ac-
tion; his body being in sympathy with the movement of his thou.xz,ht. His 1I}ustra‘
tions are simple and suitable, and easy of apprehension by his auditors. It will not
be surprising when we add that the rector of St. Luke's is q‘\xlt("ai home as an
open-air preacher. Indeed, we have thought him almost more in his element when
conducting a meeting outside his church, than when engaged in the more elaborate
service inside.

INCREASE OF 20,000
POPULATION IN WEEK

Clanada’s population is estimated to have
increased by at least 20,000 during the
week from May 1 to May 7, without tak-
ing into account the natural increase from
births. The increase is made up of 14,-
000 immigrants from KEurope, the greater
proportion of whom are from the British
Isles, and it is expected that the returns
will show that at least another 6,000
came from the United States.
