Catherines, no report was received from
the reconstruction committee, Miss
Derick of Montreal, L¢ing prevented by
ill-health from prepart3 a yearly rt'por:t
for the educational comnittee, Mrs. Stead
of Halifax, gave a report of the meeting
of the committee held on the opening
day of the council meeting. This report
co_ntained suggestions which at the com-
mittee’s request, were forwarded to Miss
Derick.

The suggestions were as follows: That
a uniform teacher's certificate for the
Dominion might be established; that
there should be more kindergartens; that
the academic school age should com-
mence at seven years; that scholarships
for free education in high schools and
later in colleges, should be founded, and
vocational training in schools be com-
pulsory for those not able to take the
entrance examination for high school;
that less valuable subjects might be
eliminated from the school curriculum
in order that French and English might
both be taught, although the case of
the rural school might have to be con-
sidered specially; that the school curri-!
culum should be unified as much as pos- !
sible; that there be more co-operation
between teachers and parents, and that
women graduates in medicine be invited
to serve as deconnesses in the home mis-
sion schools.

French and English.

Mrs. Parsons moved and Miss Wilson
of Ottawa, seconded the following resolu-’
tion which, after much debate, was car=:
ried:

“Whereas, the Dominion of Canada is
composed in part of citizens who speuak
the French language, and whereas, the |
best relationships and understanding
come through the medium of friendly
intercourse, and whereas, in the conduct-
ing of inter-provincial business it is
both French and

San-

English;

Be it resolved, that in the highest
interests of good citizenship and for the
furtherance of good fellowship and’
patriotism, both French and English
shall be taught to all children attending
public and separate schools, such in-
struction to commence in the curriculum
for the junior third room of its equiva-
lent, and that this policy be approved
from the national view point by the
National Council of Women of Canada
and passed on to the provincial coun-
cils for action as they deem fit.”

The next resolution presented was ap-
proved in principle but was sent back
to a special committee to be re-worded.
It was moved by Mrs. L. A. Hamilton,
for the St. Catherine’s council and sec-
onded by Mrs, Stead, of Halifax, It
was as follows: Whereas there is a
great scarcity of trained teachers in all
the provinces of Canada, and whereas
trained and experienced British teachers
are debarred from teaching in the pub-
lic schools of Canada without a further
course of training in Canada, and where-
as many British trained and experiénced
teachers are already residing in Canada
and willing to teach, and whereas many
British teachers would come out to teach
if allowed, be it resolved: that the Na-
tional council of women of Canada take
into immediate consideration the advisa-
bility of petitioning the educational de-
partments of Canada to make such al-
terations in the existing regulations as
will render British teachers eligible
without further training.”

Mrs. Woodhall, of Calgary, moved and
Mrs. E. Atherton Smith, of St. John,
seconded the following resolution: Re-
solved, that the National Council ;of
Women take steps to prevent the gx-
hibition <of trained animals in v |
theatre or place of public amusement
owing to the cruelty necessary in train-
ing. This resolution was altered so that
the concluding words read “owing to the
cruelty frequently used in training.” In
its altered form it was carried. Mrs.
Hanington spoke in favor of the resolu-
tion. Lady Gibson and Mrs. Primrose
both said they understood animals were
trained by kindness. Miss Alice Fair-
weather spoke of the cruelty often in-
flicted on animals in traveling in con-
fined cages. Mrs. Shortt said domestic
animals suffered as cruelly in transpor-
tation. Mrs. Graham, of London (Ont.),
made a plea that the trained animals
were often the only part of vaudeville
entertainments that children could really
enjoy. Miss Mowat protested against
the word cruelty in the resolution as be-
ing unfair to trainers who taught by
kindness.

Mrs. L. A, Hamilton then moved a
further resolution that the council should
use its influence against the caging of
wild animals. Mrs. Crieghton seconded
this motion which carried after some
discussion. Mrs. Hamilton spoke earn-
estly of the terrible homesickness and
loneliness of animals in captivity or in
cages. She believed that while the peo-
ple permitted such suffering they were
still half barbarous. She thought chil-
dren would receive a truer idea of wild
animals through motion pictures which
showed the animals in their native
haunts.

MILK TRUCK
HELD UP AND

Serious Act in Kings County
— Letter on Situation from
Mayor Schofield.

The first act of violence in the strike
of the southern Kings county milk and
cream producers, occurred on Saturday
night when a motor truck with forty cans
of milk, coming towards the city, was held
up by a party of three men near Nau-
wigewauk, about 10 o’clock, and all the
milk was emptied on the road. Many
of the local dealers, since the milk pro-
ducers refused to send milk by the Sus-
sex train, have been sending trucks to
bring in their supply, and it was said
that the persons who held up the truck
knowing that it was carrying a supply
of milk, built up a barricade at a spot
where the driver had no alternative but
to stop.

Letter From the Mayor.

Mayor Schofield has sent to The Times
for publication the following letter:
To the Editor of The Times:

Sir,—1 was greatly surprised on re-
turning to the city late on Friday last to
learn of the action of the milk producers
.n withdrawing their product from the
market on account of the summer time
being in effect in this city, especially as
negotiations were being carried on look-
ing towards a settlement in the interests
of all concerned, and while there was
pending a request which had been made
to the railway with a view of arriving
at an amicable arrangement. In view
of these facts, it is disappointing indeed
to think that any body of men, especi-
ally representing a food product, should
arbitrarily withdraw that product while
negotiations were going on and simply
because they believed they had the big
end of the stick.

I would like just here to point out
to them the action of the Trades and
Labor Council of this city, who, while
they did not agree with the summer
time, yet were unanimous in falling in
line with it, inasmuch as the city
generally was adopting it, and they did
not withdraw the labor production from
the city. The question of the time was
originally discussed by the last council
and a resolution passed to put the city
hall and city employes on summer time
from May 22 to September 15, and when
1 took office the matter was brought up
at the council and as the time was ap-
proaching for it to go into effect it was
thought advisable to proclaim it and try
to get some uniformity rather than to
have each one going along independently

and a general mix-up such as had been
the case in the past. This brought about
a fairly uniform action so far as time
in the city was concerned. It did not,
however, suit the milk producers ship-
ping on the Sussex train, and I asked
them to send a delegation to city hall,
when the matter might be discussed, not
so far as summer time was concerned,
but as to the advisability of the time
of operating the Sussex train. This they
did, and we appointed a committee to
wait on the railway with-a proposition.
While waiting for this report the milk
producers arbitrarily withdrew their
product from the market with no other
apparent motive than to milk starve
.theil' customers in the city to force the
issue.

I notice that as mayor I have been
reported as-favoring this side or that.
Permit me to say that I have tried to
act in the interests of all concerned, and
am still willing todo so, and with this
end in view I ask all parties to come
together to discuss the situation fairly.
I will now appoint Tuesday next, June
22, at 2 p.m. (daylight time) at the St.
John Board of Trade rooms, as the time
and place for such meeting, and ask that
a representative of the milk shippers
from each station from Sussex to Model
Farm be present; also that a representa-
tive of each milkdealer firm be present,
that a representative of each suburbanite
station be appointed at each station to
represent the station and that the rail-
way be represented. The citizens will
be represented by the mayor and com-
missioners. Surely an understanding can
be arrived at without milk starving those

Any other organizations affected may
have the privilege of sending one repre-
sentative to this meeting.

1 would like to see an amicable ar-
rangement made rather than the present
milk supply distributed as it has been,
and there are several alternatives that
might be discussed to the advantage of
all concerned.
