GROCERY NEWS

The following comment on the market
situation as regards food stuffs ap-
peared in Canadian Grocer last week:

Occupying the place of prime import- |

ance at all centres is the new tax as now
imposed on teas, coffee, tobacco and
matches, The trade generally has bow-
ed to the inevitable, and while some;
points in the new rulings are being
cleared up, new prices representing. just
the amount of the tax have been:estab-
lished. Some further slight adjustments
may be found necessary when a clear
interpretation of the new taxes is avail-
able.
The certainty of what has happened
»and the uncertainty as to what may
happen are making it increasingly dif-
. ficult to do business. All branches of
the trade are facing new problems al-
most every day, and the solution can
only be determined as -the questions

arise. Conditions are decidedly unusual |

and require unusual remedies, but busi-!
ness generally may be said to be mov-
ing @ong satisfactorily.

M@Ontreal—The market has not been

characterized by many price revisions, |
and the condition of trade is reported,

fair. Interest centres in the sugar situ-
ation again, from the fact that the fail-
ure of raws to arrive in usual quantities

. from theeusual sources has compelled
buying of Cuban and other sugars at en-
hanced prices. This will probably mean
a change in price for refined sugar in the
near future. Molasses has been coming
to hand better the last week, and one
jobber secured delivery of fifty carloads.
The new tax on matches will result in
a considerable advance:of price for the
various sized packages. New prices are
being figured out. Some advance was
made on cayenne pepper, the amount be-
ing about three cents a pound. Marger-
ine is down in one quarter 1 to 1%c. a
pound. Figs are very scarce and honey
is almost unprocurable. It is stated that
the government has taken practically
100 per cent of the available shipping,
and that for regular trade needs applica-
tion has to be made to the shipping
board.

Toronto—Prices on teas have ad-
vanced ten cents a pound, and coffee five
to six cents a pound to eover amount of
tax now imposed. Whether quotations
as now ruling will hold is a little un-
certain as yet. The extra cost of hand-
ling tea, as represented by the interest
on the increased investmnt, added insur-
aip6. charges, etc., will be more than
tiesten cent tax involved, and how this
extra is to be absorbed has not yet been
fully determined.

A new schedule of sizes is being
worked out in tobacco, and when these
are marketed the advance in prices is
expected to run' from twenty-eight to
thirty-five cents a pound. 'There has
been little, if any, change made in quo-
tations on existing stocks. Cigarettes
have, however, made a stiff advance,
averaging tbout $2.30 per M., and new
prices arriving on cigars show a higher
scale of values.

Spot stocks of spices are reaching a
very low point, with prospects of renew-
ing none too bright. Stocks at ristribut-
ing points in the United States are reach-
ing the vanishing point, and prices on
new supplies arriving for the local
market wil, it is thought, range from
five ‘to twenty cents per pound above
present figures on all lines.

Winnipeg—Already the
placed on candy manufacturers, limit-
ing the amount of sugar which they
ean use, is being felt, and a candy short-
age may be said to be developing. The
situation in respect to sugar as yet
shows little real improvement. Receipts
have by no means reached a point where
orders are being taken care of in their
entirety, though hopes for better condi.

The sale of matches has been tempor-
arily discontinued until a distinct inter-
pretation of the new tax and definite
instructions are available, This is ex-
pected towards the end of the week.

The tax on tea and coffee has in-
fluenced prices upward.

Advances previous-
ly made did not have that effect, and
the higher prices now prevailing are
not expected to curtail the demand ap-
preciably.

HARDWARE MARKET

(“Hardware and Metal,” May 11.)

Rapidly advancing markets feature the
situation in turpentine during the week,
prices going up from 8c. to 10c. a gal-
lon, with prospects of even higher levels
being reached. At primary points the
market on this commodity shows in-
creasing strength. Great difficulty in
getting shipments through to Canadian
points is being experienced, and supplies
are within a very small compass.

A further advance in tin of 15c. a
pound features the metal markets. This,
it is intimated, is the result of increased
costs, due to advances in primary mar-
kets. Stocks are at a very low ebb, and
no shipments from Great Britain are re-
ported on the way. Solder has been in-
fluenced to higher levels by the increase
in tin, and quotations are up about 4c.
per pound in some quarters, which has
seryed to narrow the range. Stocks are
none too heavy, and manufacturers are
trying to equalize distribution as care-
fully as they can.

The outlook for all steel grows more
uncertain. The action of the United
States government in taking over the en-
tire output of the mills must result in
supplies for commercial requirements
reaching a low point. At the present,
fair stocks of sheets are reported avail-
able, and a very firm undertone exists.
Business, however, must be conducted on
tixe basis of a constantly decreasing sup-
ply. G

A very big advance in China bristles
has been put into effect at primary
points, and this has resulted in a very
firm undertone for brushes. French and
Russian bristles are not coming in, and
under the exceptional heavy demand for
war work in shipbuilding, railroad equip-
ment, etc., there has been some question
as to whether bristles available would
take care of all requirements. Corn
brooms are in a very firm market, and
bigher prices are not altogether unex-
pected.

The general tendency of the markets
during the week has been upward. Fire-
welded coil chain is quoted at higher
levels, and other lines similarly affected
include small bore rifles, shovel, spade
and scoop handles, blow torches, fire
pots, nut and chain wrenches, automatic
hand drills, spiral screwdrivers, breast
drills and alarm tills. An advance in
some quarters of 1%c. per pound on
horse shoe nails has been made, and
horse clippers have also gone to higher
levels. Ready roofing is another lime to
make an advance, and asbestos sheath-
ing is also up. Business in spring lines
is reported excellent.
