The features of the inquest at South 
Bay yesterday were, first, the coroner’s 
address, in which he summed up the 
whole evidence, and put marked empha­
sis on the “common sense” portion of it, 
and, second, the verdict returned by the 
jury. Some of the expert witnesses are 
not satisfied with the finding of the jury, 
and are moreover very much dissatis­
fied with the manner in which the en­
quiry has been carried on. Mr. GeO.
Waring makes the statement that he 
was put on the stand, and interrogated 
by those who knew nothing about prac­
tical engineering or boiler inspection.
In his evidence he said that the explo­
sion could be caused by 20 pounds 
pressure, and was met by the ridiculous 
question, “If 20 pounds pressure will 
throw a boiler into the bay how far will 
60 pounds pressure throw it?” He offered 
to prove all his evidence by calculation, 
but he was not given an opportunity.

Time.GOLDEN Washington, D. C., Dec. 9.—Senator 
Plumb today introduced, by request of 
William P. St. John, president of the 
Mercantile National Bank of New York, 
a bill offered as an amendment, in the 
nature of a substitute, to Senator Sher­
man’s bill to reduce the compulsory hold­
ing of bonds by national banks, etc. Mr.
St. John’s bill proposes to permit nation­
al banks to maintain their charters on a 
minimum holding by each of $1000 of|Xwül art aw - 
United States bonds, and directs 
the secretary of the treasury to 
replace the national bank notes here­
after coming for cancellation by the issue 
of like sums of United States notes of un­
limited legal tender functions. These 
proposed notes are also to be issued to 
replace all gold certificates and silver 
certificates and other United States notes 
coming into the treasury, so that here­
after the United States shall not issue 
more than one kind of paper money.

For these nnlimitated tender United 
States notes, the treasury is to carry a 
40 per cent coin reserve, of which not 
less than 20 per cent of the gross amount 
of the notes is to be maintained.

In connection with all this, the mints 
are to be opened at once to free coinage 
for standard gold and silver, with the 
option allowed to owners of bullion to 
receive these new notes at coinage valu­
ation in lien of coin, and the preference 
of the people for paper money is relied 
upon to insure the exercise ofthis option 
as a rule.

No one is to command uncoined gold 
or uncoined silver from the mints except 
at the secretary’s terms.

A provision requires the adoption of 
the European coinage ratio immediately 
upon the reopening of Europe’s mints to 
silver, the secretary to devise a new sil­
ver dollar of 400 grains and re-coin the 
present silver dollars, and in that event, 
all the provisions of law pertaining to 
the present dollar will then apply at once 
to the proeposed new coin.

The bill differs from the first bill of­
fered today by.Senator Plumb, which bill 
also, it is said,was the result of their con­
ference, in that Mr. 8t. John requires 
prinarily a 40 per cent, reserve of gold 
and silver for the proposed unlimited 
legal tender note.

it could not of course get the same eleva­
tion as the long end of No. 2 and as a 
consequence it could not carry so far.

“That is just how the explosion occur­
red, and I am certainly confident thaï 
there were 4 tons of water in each boiler. 
With regard to what I said at the en­
quiry, about 20 pounds being sufficient 
pressure to cause the explosion, why I 
say it again, and this calculation will 
prove it. The boilers were not fall, for 
if they had been the plates in No 2 
should never have straightened because 
water at a given pressure (take it very 
low, call it 16 pounds, escaping through 
a certain orifice will go only 45 feet per 
second, while steam at the same 
pressure and* escaping through the 
same orifice will go at the rate of 1440 
feet per second. Imagine then, 
what a force would be generated 
by the instant transformation of four 
tons of escaping water into four tons of 
escaping steam, for water evaporated 
and collected again is pound for pound. 
No explosion from beneath or above 
could ever have the same effect, could 
ever propel such a huge body such 
a distance as No 2 boiler was pro­
pelled. It was necessary to have a force 
which would send the boiler like a rock­
et upwards, to have the steam going with 
mighty force in a certain direction and 
propelling the boiler in another, 
and yon can understand what an im­
petus would be given by a weight of 4 
tons going at the rate of 1440 
feet per second. There is no 
mystery in
if you consider that fact. Bat where I 
ask, is the propelling power |if there is 
no water, and consequently no steam? 
The witness Engineer Close, when 
asked how such an explosion could be 
caused, replied, one stroke of the pump 
when the boiler was hot would do it. 
That is ridiculous. The pump is 4x8 and 
one stroke of the pump^upposing it were 
pumping full, which it does not general­
ly do, would make 100 cubic inches of 
water, which would generate a film of 
steam 20 inches in length in a 35 foot 
boiler. Why Close did not know what 
•he was talking about It would take at 
least 100 strokes of the pump to put su­
fficient water in the boiler to generate 
steam enough, and consequently pres­
sure enough to cause the explosion.
0 “Engineer Allen told me the boilers 
were foaming just before the explosion, 
and I could observe that myself by their 
appearance, and what would this show 
but plenty of water. In steamboat in­
spection there is wbat is called “The 
factor safety,” that is, no boiler is allow- 

f ed more pressure than i the pressure its 
weakest point will stand. There if 
therefore no danger of steamboats blow­
ing up, unless through gross carelessness 
or lack of knowledge on the part of the 
engineer. But in all boilers there should 
be a factor safety so that there would be 
not the slightest chance of an accident 
occurring.

for »«i have seen boilers vibrate and start 
from their fastenings when steam was 
turned suddenly into the engines. The 
foaming of the water puts a great strain 
on the plateq, and boilers should always 
be in a'oondition to stand these emer­
gencies. They should be strong enough 
to bear much more pressure than that 
ordinarily put on them; if they are not, 
then they are bound to blow up some 
time.

e “Coroner Robinson and the jury did, 
probably, all that they could in pushing 
the enquiry, hot they were not io a 
position to find out much. And Mr. 
Barnhill did as well as he was able, but 
again Mr. Barnhill is not acquainted 
with the practical side of the matter. 
Some of the witnesses evidently do not 
understand the first principles of steam, 
or their statements could not be so easily 
refuted. If, as one of the witnesses says, 
there were four inches of water visible 
in the glass then there must have been 
plenty of water in the boilers. And I 
am convinced that the explosion could 
have been caused in no other way than 
that which I have just described. I 
know of a case where a weak boiler 
broke when it had a small quantity of 
water in it, one portion ten feet in length 
being thrown the length of itself; but no 
force but that caused by the sudden trans­
formation of 4 tons of water into steam 
could have projected the South Bay mill 
boiler 500 feet And one more fact, still 
remains for me to instance, and that is, 
who heard the explosion? Engineer Al­
len did not. and he
It was not in reality the force of the ex­
plosion that sent the boilers through the 
air, but the sudden escape and expan­
sion of the steam.”

Mr.Waring instanced many other cases 
which had come under his notice, and 
explained his theory so fully, that it will 
be well for those who are more or less 
interested in th»s investigation to follow 
the line of argument closely and carefully.
