PR SR PRE T R P EARSH,
SHIPBUILDING,
British Yards. Busier Than They Were
Three Months Ago—T77 Warships
Under Construction,

From the returns compiled by Lloyd's
Register of Shipping it appears that, ex-
cluding warships, there were 386 vessels.
of 1,057,636 tons gross, under construction
in the United Kingdom on March 31st.

There were 349 steamships, gross ton-
nage 1,052,887, against 338, gross tonnage
902,983 on March 31st, 1909; and 37 sailing
ships, 4,749 tons; against 61, of 9,289 tons,
on the corresponding date last year.

The tonnage now under construction is
about 144,000 more than that in hand at
the end of last quarter, and exceeds by
about ‘the same amount the total in build-
ing twelve months. ago.

The figures of the warship tonnage now
being built (77 vessels, with 303,68 tons
displacement), are the largest reported
since September, 1904.

These include six battleships, two ar-
mored cruisers, nine protected cruisers, 40
torpedo boat destroyers, and 11 sub-
marines, all of British nationality, as well
as two battleships, two scouts and three
torpedo boat destroyers of foreign natiom-
ality or destination not stated.

NICARAGUAN

Central American Court of Justice

ECTED TO NAME
OF RESIDENT VOTER

0B

Rev. W.A .St;venson Protests
Againgt Misleading Informa-
tion Supplied

A portest against the provision of
the Provincial Elections Act, permit-
ting any eletcor to object to the reten-
tion of names on the list of voters, and
a suggestion that the act be altered
so as to place this power of objection
only in the hands of responsible-agents
of the government are contained in a
letter from Rev. William Stevenson,
received by the registrar of voters,
Harvey Combe.

Mr, Stevenson’s letter was evoked
by the publication of his name in the
long list of those objected to, on the
ground that he had not resided in Vie-
toria. for six months’ past. Upon re-
ceipt of his letter, which follows, his
name wags retained upon the list:

“Dear Sir,—Whoever gave you my
name as having ceased to reside in this
district ha sacted upon false informa-
tion, and 1 wish to enter a protest
against the iax condition in the organi-
zation of government which permits
irresponsible persons to make such
false and mischievous statements on
matters involving the franchise. It is
time that arrangements were made
whereby only persons appointed by and
respcnsible to the government shculd
have the power to make such returns’
to the registrar of voters, and I shall
be glad if you will submit this protest
to the member of the government over
your department.”

Mr. Combe forwarded a copy of the
act to Mr. Stevenson as soon as he re-
ceived this letter, marking the sections
bearing on the matter. In his letter
accompanying this the registrar said:

“The objections (some 1,000 or more)
were all filed by one person with the
sole object, I know, of ‘cleaning’ the
list of names not entitled to remain on
it, and I can quite agree with you that,
in this instance, the information must
have been carelessly given 'to the ob-
jector. Your letter has been filed and
your name will not be removed. Should
the objection be still pressed, which I
am confident it will not, I will notify
you further.

“I will, if you so desire, forward your
protest to the hon. provincial secretary,
the head of my department, but in
view of the provision of the act which
make it ‘competent to any elector or
eiectors to object to the retention,” ete.,
I shall be glad if, befere I do so, you
will see nie further about the matter,”

ANTI-COMBINE BILL.

Ottawa, May 38.—Hon., W. L. Mac-
kenzie King’s anti-combine bill passed
the Senate this morning with an
amendment compelling the attendance
of witnesses to give evidence before
the board of inquiry from any part of
Canada, and also knocking out of the
word “unduly’”’ where it appears in re-
ference to combines in restraint - of
trade.

RECEIPTS IN APRIL
BROKE ALL RECORDS

Victoria Customs House Collects
IMore Than Double Its Best
Previous Totals

All records for receipts were broken at
the local customs house during April, the
total income amounting to $265,802.59, which
sum exceeds by $56,674.22 the best previous
total of $209,128.37, received in May, last
yvear. In April, 1909, the receipts reached
$113,574.13, or considerably less than half
of last month’s grand total.

Head tax from 278 Chinese who entered
during April constitutes the chief source
of revenue. Many of these were former
residents who had failed to return to
Canada inside of the twelve months al-
lowed by law for absence; and were there-
fore again subject to tax. Altogether
$139,046 was paid by Chinese, this amount
being a record one.

Duties amounted to $126,736.69, an in-
crease of $35,226.1 over the receipts in April
last year, when the month’s total reached
$91,510.18. Receipts from other sources dur-
ing the month were $19.90.

NEW SKIPPER.

Captain Folger to Take Jessie to Ot-
ter Grounds Owing to Captain
Munroe’s Illness.

As soon as word was received in this
city that  Captain Munroe of the
schooner Jessie was ill, Captain Folger
was dispatched to Port Simpson, where
he will take charge of the schooner,
taking her to the otter-hunting grounds
and from there to Behring sea as soon

as the season’opens.

Last year the American cutters
seized Canadian schooners when hunt-
ing for otter, but it is not known
whether the cutters will take any ac-
tion this year. If they seal the guns
it is understood that the sKippers have
orders to break the seals and continus
hunting.

TRIAL OF F. A. HEINZ.

New York, May 3.—The first intima-
tion of Judge Hough’s attitude on the
motion of the attorneys for F. Augus-
tus Heinze to have the indictments
against their client quashed for lack
of evidence, came to-day from -the
court.

Judge Hough at the noon adjourn-
ment said: ‘‘The prosecution has not
shown any participation of the defend-
ant in a copper pool.”

Prosecutor Wise failed to make any
reply to the court’s rebuke.

Heinze is charged with over-certifi-
cation of cheques while president of the
Mercantile Bank, He is alleged to have
used the bank funds thus acquired in
a copper stock manipulation.

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CLAIM COMPENSATION.
FOR WORKMAN’S DEATH

Bequel to Blasting Accident on
For{ Street is Arbitrated
Before Judge Lampman

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

That blasting contractors have hesn
known, when leaving unfinished jobs,
through dissension with employers, to
place charges in plugged holes for the
especial “benefit” of their successors,
was hinted at during the hearing of
the case of Willlams vs. Colbert
Plumbing & Heating Company, under
the Workmen’s Compensation Act, be-
fore Judge Lampman to-day.

Effie Williams and her two children,
John R. and Effie, are c¢laimants for
$1,500 under the act as compensation
for the-death of John R. Williams, fol-
lowing an' accident on November 8th
last year, Deceagsed was engaged in re-
moving, with explosives, a quantity of
rock on the site of the Colbert Plumb-
ing Company’s - projected building on
Fort street, and was struck by several
fragments after a blast, sustaining in-
juries from which he died the follow-
ing day.

The principal witness for the defence
was W. Ridgway Wilson, architect for
the new building. In the course of
his testimony he expressed the opinion
that deceased had not properly cover-
ed the blast before firing, and had
sought the most exposed spot in the
vicinity. \

A question arose as to whether the
blast, which is alleged to have killed
deceased, was fired from a hole left
by a former contractor, the evidence
on this point not being very clear. Mr.
Wilson stated that he had heard Wik
liams say that he was ‘‘scared” of old
holes, as contractors sometimes left
charges in' them and plugged them with
iron, making blasting dangerous for the
men succeeding them. Witness ‘added
that the contractor who had charge of
the work before deceased had come to
his office and assured him that Wil-
liams had nothing to fear, as he had
not left any old charges in the rock.

VILL INVESTIGATE
CHATHAM ISLAND

Natural History Society Decides |
to Make Excursion Next
Saturday

The regular meeting of the Natural
History Society was held on Mondayi
in their rooms, A. W. McCurdy presid-
ing. The examijnation of specimens
and the arranging for excursions took
a good deal of the time, It was definite-
ly decided to spend Saturday afternoon
next on Chatham Island to investigate
the flora, fauna and geological forma-
tion of that place. Arrangements are
being made for a launch to take the
members and their friends across and
to fetch them back' later. Any mem-
bers or friends who have not already
signified their intention of'joining the |
party should do so by sending their
names to the secretary within the
next day or two.

In regard to specimens, J. A. Ander-
son exhibited a specimen of large fern
‘Woodwardia Radicans, which measured |
5 ft. 3 in. in length and 1 ft. 11 in.
across at its widest point, This is ra-
ther a rare fern on Vancouver Island,
it having been found only on Texada |
Island up to this time. The specimen |
exhibited was found at Saanich Arm.
It l's an evergreen fern, the fronds re-
maining green throughout the winter
and until the next set. have grown.

The secretary also told of the uses
of the camass, the blue flower which is
so common at this time of year. Form-
erly the Indians gathered the bulbous
roots in large quantiites and cured
them by placing them in a large hole
in the sand in which a fire had been
previously lighted. The hot sand had
the effect of preserving them. They are
a very nutritous food, much enjoyed by
the Indians, .

Mr. Blaikie exhibited specimens of
weevil injurious to strawberries.

Mrs, Tilley brought a specimen of the
cora] rooted orchid, one of the para-
sitic members of the orchid family.

Some infusorial earth was shown by
C. C. Pemberton, which he had ob-
tained from Linden avenue, where the
sewers were being dug. This also con-
talned a large number of small snail
shells and proved a most interesting
exhibit.

The matter of the park flowers re-
ceived its periodical consideration. Mr.
‘Wallace explained that the lilies which
the society had sown some years ago
had bloomed this year for the first
time, but that they had practically all
been picked: - This ‘meant that - they
could not increase. The opinion was
expressed . that no picking of flowers
should be allowed in the park, and
that it was the duty of the mayor and
council to ‘8ee that thé regulation in
this respect was enforced.

Vessel Bought by Skipper for $27,-
000—=8he May Bring Coal fo
Prince Rupert

The -ship ' Everett G. Griggs; now
waiting in the Royal Roads for a crew,
has recently been sold to Capt. Ster-
ling, her skipper, the purchase price
being $27,000. She is loaded with a big
cargo of lumber which she obtained
at the Viectoria Lumber & Manufactur-
ing Company’s mill at Chemainus.

He attended to
them all, and gained a high reputation
with the tribe; when the case was'
gerious the patient’s kinsfolk would |
usually present him with a sheep or
war spear, or something elge of value.
He took a great fancy to the Masai, as |
indeed all of us did. They are a fine,
manly set, of savages, bold and inde- |
pendent in their bearing. They never
eat vegetables, subsisting exclusively
on milk, blood and flesh, and are re-

OLD CHARTER STATED _
TO BE STILL ALIVE

W. E. Laird Explains His Connec-
tion With Efforts to Revive
the Organization

sue, W. E. Laird sends the following

Sir, I was somewhat more than sur-
prised to read the attack on my *‘i
sense’” and incidentally on the probil:
of the former stockholders of the ““Vic-
toria Stock Exchange of B. C.” whicn
in the item in last mnight's
paper headed ‘Victoria has a Stock
Exchange.”

The facts in connection with the or-
ganization of a stock exchange in Vic-
toria during the past six months are
these:

Last December I began to talk up
the matter of an exchange among th:
brokers doing business in Victoria. Be-
tore long I learned that some others
had about the same time also begun
to take the matter up. Accompanied
by one who had been approached by
both parties I went to one of the lead-
ing brokers and suggested to him that
it would be a mistake to have more
than one exchange and proposed a
union of forces to which he agreed and
contingent arrangements were made.
Shortly after I learned that efforts
were being made to acquire the char-
ter of the Victoria Stock Exchange of

| British Columbia, a corporation which
| has been in existence since 1896 and at
{ the same time great efforts were beinz

made to keep me from learning any-
thing about what was going on. I
waited to see if a fair game was
really to be played, how fair you can

! judge by your own article.

The spokesman of the brokers who
were trying to get the Victoria Stock
Exchange charter so riled some of the
holders of the stock as to make it im=-
possible for him to negotiate.

I then stepped in and succeeded
where he failed. The shares of the
Victoria Stock Exchange of British Co-
lumbia were transferred in due form to
three individuals which is the number
to form a company under the act under
which this company was Incorporated,
and a few days after one of the old
shareholders resumed his share so that
there are at this time four holders of
the issued shares of the Victoria Stock
Exchange of British Columbia.

Something over a week ago I again
approached the same person to whom
I referred in the first part of this leti-
ter and asked him to act as a go-be-~
tween to the end that there should be
no friction and that a regularly organ-
ized stock exchange should be conduct-
ed in Victoria and he promised that he
would.

It is not to be wondered at that the
“legal advice” referred to should have
been given as it no doubt was made
on the basis of the same misstatements
that appear in your article.

For the information of the brokers in
Vietoria I might say that the Vic-
toria Stock Exchange has a good char-
ter and is in legal shape to do business
which will be in the near future.

To quiet’ the apprehensions of some
I perhaps should say that there is ny
record of any resolution to wind up the
affairs of this corporation and that no
steps were ever taken to wind up the
company.

NICARAGUANS BEATEN
AND SUSPENDED BY THUMBS

Citizen of Republic Declares Con«
ditions Worse Than in the
Congo Free State

Washington, D. C., May .2.—A letter
written to the United States consul at
Managua, Nicaragua, by Narcise Arel-
lane, a citizen of Nicaragua, detailing
incidents of cruelties in the republic,
lias been forwarded here to Senor Cas-
trillo, representative of the Estrada
forces in Washington. In his letter
Mr. Arellane says:

“I think it bhest you should know
these people are at their work again.
They are torturing men and even boys

Mandaimo and at Grandada, whip-
ping them, suspending them from the
ihumbs with cords, all this to wrench
ont confessions from them as to who

rried provisions to Calixto Talavoras’
rillas beyond Mandaimo.

“f will cite as an example the case
of Octavio Marenco, a young man own-
ing a ranch a few miles from Manda-
imo, who was dealt 200 lashes with
sticks at midnight on April 6th at the
jail at Branda. He is now at the pen-
itentiary in this town (Managua) and

‘it is a matter of common knowledge

1 must have heard the story from
another source.

“They have also burned property and
wrought damage to an incalculable de-
gree, but this we will pass 'lightly out
of mind. It is the rest I lay stress on.
T am ashamed that such cruelties
<hould be committed by men who pro-
fess to be Christians and are Nicarag-
nang—such ferocity is more the work
of fiends than human beings.

“We wish the state department and
he American public to be acquainted
with these facts, as it might help mat-
ters a bit. Should Admiral KXimball
send a detachment to investigate he
would disclose a situation of thingzs
unparalleled even in the Congo Free
State.”

Under date of April 10th from Man-
agua, a subsequent note to the Amer-
ican consul at Managua from Arél-
lane states that the author had re-
ceived reliable information of 17 cases
in which men have -heen hung up, by
their thumbs. He gives the names of
17 victims and the name of one man
who was shot and two who were
lashed.
