The only clue to
the identity of either of the thieves
was a hat which Cook shot from the
head of one of them.

THE CUBAN REVOLT.

Rumors of Conspiracy Among Police and
Quarrel Between President and
Vice-President.

Havana, Aug. 30.—Rumor is busy to-day
with suggestions of conspiracy among the
police and an open quarrel between Presi-
dent Palma and Vice-President Mendez
Capote. Both reports lack definite con-
firmation.

In certain quarters Capote is suspected
of bargaining with the insurgents.

In the reported quarrel at the palace
bitter words are said to have passed,
culminating in Palma denouncing Capote
as a traitor. The Vice-President is said
to have replied that Palma was a presi-
dent without power.

Two Engagements.

Havana, Aug. 30.—A fight took place
last night at Calabazar, Havana pro-
vince, between 50 insurgents and 15 rural
guards. The guards retreatea with one
man wounded.

An engagement between insurgents and
government troops is reported to have
occurred last night' near Artemisa, orn
vince of Pinar Del Rio, near the Havana
border. The result is not known.

Several exchanges of shots have been
reported at various places west of Guana-

- Jay Anear the Havana border, in Pinar Del
Rio. Reinforcements of 50 rural guards
have been sent there.

Moving Against Guerra.

Havana, Aug. 29.—The actual pursuit
of Pino Guerra began to-day when Col.
Avalos, commander of the government
forces in Pinar Del Rio, left San Juan
De Martinez in search of the main insur-
gent body. The latter is now estimated
to number 2,000 men. If Guerra's recent
statements can be considered trust-
worthy there will be no battle if he can
help it. He has repeatedly decldred that
he does not want to cause bloodshed.

The general opinion, however, is that
he will soon be drawn into a battle, if,
indeed, he'does not suddenly assume the
offensive. Progress is being made daily
in arming, equipping and forwarding gov-
ernment troops to the disturbed districts.

There is considerable discussion as to
how Pino Guerra’s force will continue to
exist. Food crops are not raised to any
extent in the province of Pinar Del Rio,
the soil being entirely devoted to the cul-
tivation of tebacco.

The construction of earthworks for the
defence of the city of Pinar Del Rio is
being pushed.

EXPORT OF CATILE
FROM WINNIPEG

THIRTY THOUSAND HEAD
ALREADY SHIPPED

The Animals areall in Prime Condition
and Prices Have Been
Steady.

‘Winnipeg, Aug. 30.—“These are busy
days for the C. P. R. stock yards,” re-
marked H. A. Mullins, one of the lead-
ing cattle exporters of the West yes-
terday in an interview.. “It makes a
fellow rub his eyes and wonder if the
yards are really the outcome of ‘the
little pens in which the cattle export
trade started a f¢7o years ago. There

have been days during the last two
weeks when there have been. 6,000 cat-
tle in the yards and Jong trains of un-
loaded cars on the tracks.

“The forward movement of cattle has
never beén so early or so satisfactory
for years. The winter was a very fay-
orable: one for'cattle on the ranges, and
this was followed by aboundant rain
in May and .consequéntly .a Tuxuriant
growth of vegetation and the cattle are
in prime condition.

“To give you an idea of how early the
movement is’I may mention that such
ranching companies as the Knights
and Eldridge Bros., who had not ship-
ped a hoof before September 15th last
year, are almost through with their
shipping for this year. Up to .date
some 30,000 head of exporters have gone
forward.

“Prices have been steady, and have
never touched the low points of last
year. Ocean space has ranged about
35 shillings to 40 shillings or about the
same as last year, and has been well
taken, many going out by Boston and
Philadelphia because it has not been
possible to get sufficient carriers out of
Montreal.”

“There has been no trouble in dis-
posing of good steers and ranchers
have been taking home more' money
than for the past three seasons. This
yvear a great many ranchers are ship-
ping their own. They secure the ocean
space and then very frequently sell out
steers and ocean space to some dealer
in Winnipeg. A great many train
loads have been disposed of in this way
this year. It is a good arrangement
for both parties; it saves the dealers
the time and trouble of going to the
ranges {o buy and the rancher gets
his cattle started, and if he does not
like the price there is nothing to hin-
der his shipping them through to the
0Old Country himseif.

“The free movement of cattle so
early in the season will be a great re-
lief to the railroads, as there will not
be a lot of cattle trains to congest traf-
fic when the wheat movement com-
mences. The services of cattle trains
has been very good this year. This is
an all important matter to cattlemen,
as the big shrink is always on the long
railway journeys.

“The outlook for the time of year
was never better, in fact I have never
seen the ranching country Ilook so
well.”

TURKS AGGRESSIVE.

Reported to Have Occupied Twenty-

Constantinople, Aug. 29.—The Persian
ambassador here has been informed
from Teheran that Turkish troops have
occupied the Persian district of Mar-
govar, comprising some 25 villages.
The Turkish government denies that
the alleged encroachment has taken
place, but nevertheless the ambassador
has lodged an energetic protest with
the Porte, and has demanded the recall
of the troops.

Resents Interference Which Makes it
Impossible to Carry Out His
Programme.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 30.—It is asserted
that Premier Stolypin and his collea-
gues are employing the newspapers
which they control to fight the Court
Camarilla. This, it is said, is the sec-
ret' of the Novoe Vryema's constant
references during the past few days to
the necessity of protecting the cabinet
from the interference of pernicious
court influences.

M. Stolypin is said to have declared
that he is continually subjected to em-
barrassment, adding that he was con-
vinced that the one task which he had
set himself was impossible unless the
Emperor gave him an absolutely free
hand, in other words, conferred upon
the cabinet a practical dictatorship.

In a conversation with friends, the
premier is alleged to have said that
history seemed to be reépeating itself,
the situation closely resembling the
closing days of the reign of Alexander
III.,, and the reactionary spirit was
growing rapidly. Nevertheless he con-
sidered it wvital that the government
should not take a reactionary path.

Martial Law.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 30.—An imperial
Ukase issued to-day authorizes the
minister of fihance to issue $2,500,000 in
4 per cent. rentes to cover the expenses
of the relief of the districts affected by
the failure of the crops.

Another unkase prolongs martial law,
where it has already been enforced for
another year.

Revolutionary Magistrate.

Kieve, Russia, Aug. 30.—A perquisi-
tion at the residence of M. Minninko,
who is examining magistrate for poli-
tical crimes here, has led to the startl-

g discovery that he was a member of
the  reveolutionary organization, and
that his residence was the headquart-
ers for the propaganda in this vicinity.

Though the name of .the purchaser
has not been made public, it is known
that Bernard Heisterman, trustee of
the Green-Worlock estate, has sold the
property at the corner of Trounce
avenue and Broad street, to a local
man, the consideration being in the
vicinity of $30,000. A substantial de-
posit has been paid on the purchase
price, but the sale will not. be com-
pleted for a week or ten days.

CONGREGATION OF JESUITS.

Meeting* of Delegates Who Will Elect
New General.

Rome, Aug. 30.—The delegates to the
congregation of Jesuits are arriving
here to go into convention to elect a
general of the society. The election
will be held about September 1st. The
power of the general of the Jesuits, as
is known, is considered so great that
from the severity of his black robes he
is commonly called the “Black Pope,”
to signify that his influence in the Ro-
man Catholic church rivals that of the
Pontiff, the ‘“White Pope.”

This important post has been vacant

since May, when the last general,
Father Martin, died.
. According to the constitution of the
order of Jesuits, the ex-general leaves
a species of will in which he indicates
who among his assistants—five in num-
ber—shall act as his temporary suec-
cessor under the name of vicar, and di-
rect affairs until the congregation can
be called. In his will the late head of
the Jesuits appointed as vicar Father
Ruggiero Freddi, who was his assist-
ant for the Italian provinces. The oth-
er assistants were Father Rudolph
Meyer, of St. Louis, Mo., for the
Anglo-Saxon provinces, Father Maprice
Meschler, for the German; Father Jno.
Joseph De La Torer, for the Spanish,
and Father Fine, for the French.

THE CONSTRUCTION
OF C. P. R. HOTEL

LIKELY NEI WING
WILL BE UNDERTAKEN

Suggésted That Last Wing Be Built With=
out Delay—To Consalt the
President,

)

(FromThursday’s Dany)

When work on the new C. P. R. hotel
was commenced it was understood that
it would not be-cagried out in its en®
tirety, the second wing being left until
the growth of travel demanded in-
creased accommodation. The situ-
ation, however, has changed to some
extent, and it is altogether probable, in
fact almost certain, that the handsome
structure , vnll be finished without de-
lay.

The matter will be definitely decided,
it is understood, when Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy, president of the Cana-
dian Pacific railway, visits the West.
Those in favor of the original inten-
tions being set aside in order to allow
the contract to be completed will then
lay before that official all the argu-
ments in support of ‘their desires. They
will show that it would be a much bet-
ter paying investment to put up the
last wing right away than it would to
allow it to remain unfinished for sev-
eral years.

In a few months the hotel will be
completed as far as outlined in the
present contract. It will include kitch-
en, heating and allcother facilities for
a house of four hundred rooms. There
will also be.parlor accommodation, bal-
conies, and .other accessories in keep-
ing with an estahlishment of the num-
ber- of -grivate -apartments mentioned.
But ‘there will only be two . hundred
rooms. .- Therefore, certain .facilities
will be much in excess of the require-
ments. The investment represented by
the  building,. the. adjoining grounds,
ete., will amount: to $1,000,000. As. it
would -cost the. comparatively small
sum of $200,000 to put in the additional
wing those favormg the continuance
of the work wifi~contend, and reason-
ably so, that, if two: hundred rooms will
pay the-interest gn one million dollars,
four hundred. would more easily return
the - interest on gne million: two hun-
dred thousand dgllars.

‘With regard fo.the procuring of suf-
ficient guests to fill the hotel the con-
census of opinion seems to be that no
difficulty will be. met with. It is ex-
plained that as.soon as the Victoria
hotel is completed it is the intention
to remove the. present. Vancouver
heouse for the-.purpose of rebuilding.
Then -something will have to be done
with the guests of which that hotel is
crowded. Many of these will come to
Victoria, others will be directed here,
and within a short time after the open-
ing the two hundred rooms would be
occupied and - others wanted. They
claim that by the time the wing refer-
red ‘to is ready 'the travel will have
developed to such’an extent that it will
not be found ‘an encumbrance. Under
the ecircumstances it is probable that
work on the C. P. R. hotel will con-
tinue for another year. It should be
explained - that -the construction of the
new wing will- not interfere with the
occupancy of the present building.

NEEDED AT SYDNEY

Steamer Miowera Arrived This Morsiog
From Aatipodes - Improved Con-
ditions Reported by “Arrivals.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The Australian liner Miowera ar-
rived this morning about 8 0’clock
from the Antipodes, after an unevent-
ful voyage. She left after landing her
passengers and discharging a small
consignment of freight about two
hours later.

Leaving Sydney under the command
of Capt. Frank A. Henning on August
6th, moderate southeast winds were
encountered during the run to Bris-
bane, which was reached two days la-
ter. After leaving Brisbane the wea-
ther for the most part was fine. "From
Suva a rough sea was encountered.
Honolulu was reached on August 22nd.
The stranded Manchuria was passed
during the night time, so that nothing
was seen of her.

At Honolulu a- very considerable
quantity of cargo was discharged, but
the steamer brought little to British
Columbia ports. .Only about 17 tons
were discharged here and 470 tons will
be ‘unloaded at Vancouver.

The Miowera brought a large number
of passengers, however, 175 in all. In-
cluded among them are the members
of the Collier Comedy Company, which
has been playing in Australia and open
their American tour in this city next
week.

A. Dods, of this city was among
those who returned after paying a
visit to friends in Honolulu.

Capt. and Mrs. Rose are on their way
to England.

Quite a number of the passengers are
tourists, making a short trip to points
in Canada and the United States.

Arrivals by the Miowera bring _the
reports that conditions in the Ausfral-
ian colonies have very much improved.
The indications are that the dry cycle
which affected the crops of Australia
so disastrously for a number of years
past has now been succeeded by much
better conditions. The wet weather of
the past season has given a bountiful
harvest, and there has been also a
very large increase in the trade of the
country. This applies also to New
Zealand, and the general reports are
that the Antipodean colonies are ex-
perienicing remarkably good business.

As an evidence of this the port of
Sydney is crowded with shipping. The
extensive wharfage facilities have
been found far too cramped, and the
government is at the present . time
seeking additional wharfage. *

The government is exercising econo-
my and a decided surplus has been
created in the public accounts. Al-
though there has been a falling off in
the gold exports, the general trade has
so improved that for New South Wales
the exports last year increaséd by
three million and & half pounds.

There is an increase in the immigra-
tion to the Australian colonies—a sure
sign of returning prosperity. The gov-
ernment is likewise ‘encouraging the
advent of new colonists, and altogether
the evidences of prosperity in the coun-
try are marked.

New York, Aug. '30.—The Herald
says: “Frederick Cromwell and
Odrian Iselin have retired from mem-
bership of the finance committee of the
Mutual Life Insurance Co., though re-
taining for the present at least their
posts as directors. Thos. M. Mulrey,
president of the Emigrant Industrial
Savings Bank, who is one of the re-
cently elected directors, and who was
not associated with the Mutual Life
during the McCurdy era, was named to
fill the vacancy in the finance commit-
tee caused by Mr, Cromwell's retlre-
ment. Dumont Clarke, a lawyer who
was a member of the old board, but
whose record was in no wise impeach-
ed during the Armstrong inquiry, suc-
ceeds tg the place on the committee
vacated by Mr. Iselin. Mr. Cromwell
was for many years the treasurer of
the company during the MeCrudy ad-
ministration. After the retirement of
Richard A. McCurdy, he served as act-
ing president until the election of
Charles A. Peabody.”

FOR EXTENDING
IMPERIAL TRADE

BRITISH COMMISSIONER
ARRIVES IN VICTORIA

Richard Grigg, Government Represtn-
tative, to Study Local Mark«t
Conditions at Length.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

‘“We are a whole,” These words
were uttered with an air of finality by
a sturdy, clear eyed, British man of
business this morning at the Driard.
He was Richard Grigg, commissioner
of the British Board of Trade, who is
in Canada carefully considering what
can be done to increase - commercial
intercourse between Great Britain and
the Dominion. In advance of his offi-
cial report to Rt. Hon. Lloyd George,
M. P., head of the department, he can-
not enter into details, but spoke most
instructively this morning as far as
etiquette would permit, Mr. Grigg will
probably remain in this city until af-

ter the arrival of the governor-general,-

with whom he is anxious te confer on
the .objeets -of ' his mission. ~While in
Victoria he will gather all information
possible as to the conditions in British
Columiba and interview merchants
personally and the officials of the board
of trade. This morning he expressed

his willingness to attend a meeting of

the board during his stay.

“My position in coming to Canada is
analagous to that of the Dominion
commercial agents in Great Britain,”
he said when seen at the Driard.
“While I am only too anxious to do
what I can to further Canadian inter-
ests in the Old Country, my principal
mission is in what might be called the
reverse direction, the stimulation of
British merchants trade with Canada.

“I am deeply interested in the future
of the Dominion, for we are a whole.
The preferential tariff that Canada has
arranged in favor of Great Britain has
certainly induced an increase of trade
and another step in this direction has
been the betterment of steamship ‘com-
munication between the two countries.
The latter method has not only bet-
tered business, but 1is already com-
mencing to bring about a larger de-
gree of what might be deemed pleas-
ure visitations between residents of
the Old Country and Canada.

“British Columbia is best known on
old country markets by reason of its
salmon. The Fraser river product is
the standard of excellence everywhere.

‘“What about the prospects for
fruit?” inquired the reporter. “I have
only been a few hours in your city,”
replied Mr. Grigg, ‘“‘and eannot say
anything definitely as-to that. It comes
really within the province of your own
representatives in Great Britain to
push this matter. You can be sure I
will be happy to do anything in my
power. - There is one thing I may
point out, however, that trade is large-
ly a matter of interchange and the
more you purchase from Breat Britain
the more the old country will probably
purchase from you. Canada is a theme
of the greatest interest to the govern-
ment at home. This is seen by my be-
ing sent out to study conditions. I
cannot give details in advance of my
official report, but you may be assured
that where I can do anything to help
British Columbia trade,-or that of any
other part of Canada, it will be not
only a duty but a pleasure to do so.”

Before leaving Mr. Grigg will appoint
official correspondents for the British

Board of Trade in different parts of !
each |

the Dominion, probably one in
province. Who will receive this honor
in British Columbia is not yet known,
but the appointment will be announced
in a few days. To-day Mr. Grigg will
vigit the parliament buildings and in-
terview R. M., Palmer, secretary to the
bureau of information, and other gov-
ernment officials.
